· Bill Stephenson will give an all day seminar that will include how to mount pieces on the lathe, different ways to turn the bottom of a bowl, and more.  Bring a note book to record the processes.  If you don’t, you will forget them by the time you get home.  It will be a seminar that will help new and seasoned turners.  Howard Griffen will be taking the money for the seminar.  $35 for members $40 for non members.  Fee includes lunch.
· Requested helpers for the seminar to welcome guests, set up, lunch help, and clean up.
· The Crestview Library requested that they would like to keep our display for 2 months.  This was OK with all who had displays.
· Ron returned all the items in the Freeport Library display.
· June is time for Election of Board Members.  We are looking for volunteers to fill the three board positions.
Member Comments 
· Chuck Ward mentioned that the Pensacola Woodturning group was having a seminar on Saturday March17th by Bill Grumbine at the Woodman of the World Lodge on Ashland Ave south of I 10. (this seminar had to be rescheduled to March 31 as Bill Grumbine’s flight out of Philadelphia was canceled and he could not get to Pensacola in time for the seminar.  Please see the information in items of interest).

· John Drury said the group E-Mail is up and operating

· Jim Reese said that the folks at Eglin for the March 14th demonstration were interested in bowl turning.
· Mike D’Autilia stated that he would be out of town for the next meeting and hoped that someone could take notes of the meeting and seminar.  Tom Lee agreed to take notes.

· Tom Lee mentioned that copies of the article on drying wood with Alcohol were on the back table
· Harry Wheeler had seen Dave Barringer at a meeting and asked what happened to the piece Dave started in the seminar he gave to ECWG and said he would finish it and donate it to the club for auction.  Dave had placed it on a shelf and has not finished it.  He promised to finish it and send to the club shortly.
Member Gallery
Jimmy Nielson showed a spalted Sycamore bowl from wood that came from Mississippi, a bowl made of camphor, a bowl in bowl made of Sweetgum, a yellow end grain poplar hollow form with some of the bark visible at the top, and a square form hollowed out dish with a rounded base, that could be used as a candle holder. Jimmy also showed a bowl made from a cherry root given to him by John Jordan,  a bowl made out of walnut root that was at least 10 years old, and a wine bottle stopper made from a piece from the same root.  Bill Stephenson commented that Jimmy does a great job of finishing the bottoms of his bowls. Chuck Ward  brought a mushroom decorated with puff paint, and a large footed bowl (over 16 inches in diameter) of silver maple. There were circular ball feet that were turned and attached to the bottom of the bowl.  Chuck used 5 coats of water based sanding sealer followed by Carnauba wax and buffing.  Al Christopher  showed two bowls one from a piece of walnut stump, the other from a piece of Bradford pear wood using a design from Judy Dittmer’s book.  Al said he went through a few chain saw blades in cutting the walnut stump.  The stump had many imbedded  stones and gritty dirt.  Ted Spangenberg  made a series of mushrooms of different woods, finished except for the bottom of the pieces which he left unfinished.  He will use this for wood identification.  Great Idea Ted.  Tommy Holmes made several ornaments, one from a briar burl, and another from wood and a sea urchin which made an attractive piece.  Keith Forehand  showed several Christmas ornaments he turned, one of cherry burl the other of lugustrum. They had ebony finials on top with maple icicles.  Harry Wheeler  brought in a wine stopper of maple with an inlay design of darker wood. He also brought in two goblets with interlocking captured rings on both.  
Ron Ferreira  showed a poplar bowl cut from end grain. It contained a light colored ring of the outer wood at the top. The bowl ended up cracking at the pith. Jimmy Neilson had drilled a small hole in the center of the pith on one of his gallery bowls and no cracks initiating from the pith. Ron also showed a shallow bowl that had one side of the edge left natural with the cracks and crevices.   
Ron commented on the creativity and quality of this month’s gallery, and how much fun it is to share information.          
Demonstration – Owen Toon Turning Angels
Owen uses the same techniques used in making inside out turning of ornaments.  He starts by cutting 4 equal pieces of ¾ inch square stock  longer than the size of the angel.  The better the milling of the ¾ inch stock the better the fit at finish.  The stock is placed so it forms a 1 ½ square longer than the size of the angel.  The four pieces will be put into a jig before placing it on the lathe.  The jig consists of 2 plywood sections turned between centers.  Each will have a 1 ½ inch square cut in the center of the face side.  One will be screwed into a face plate to go on the head stock of the lathe.  The other end will be held in by the tail stock. Owen used a parting tool to round the stock.  Once the stock is rounded he makes a cut that starts about 2 inches from the tail end and decreases in depth to about ¼ inch as you get to the tail end of the piece. This will form the legs of the angel.  The next step is to take 4 piece stock out of the jig, leaving them in the same position as they were in the jig.   The pieces should now be glued in this position with yellow glue and let set for several hours. Once the glue is dried the stock is placed in the jig and the outside of the angel could be complete. Owen made the body of the angel by making a partial sphere that started slightly above the end of the legs and had an outer diameter equal to the max diameter of the stock.  The head was made by cutting another smaller partial sphere starting at the end of the body sphere for the head. Owen finished by cutting a cylinder above the head to place a small gold  stretch hair tie, for a halo, after the piece is finished. If you wish, you can cut the halo at the top of the head.  The outside of the body can now be sanded. The next step is to form the wings of the angel.  This is done by cutting a piece of stock that will allow you to form a 3 ¼ inch circle. A four by four should do the trick. The stock should be long enough to cut away the hole made by the screw chuck and cut a half inch diameter about ¾ inches long tenon on the face side.  Once in the screw chuck Owen formed the 3 ¼  inch diameter for the wing then cut the tenon on the face side.  The face side from the outside to inside should be slightly convex. The next step is to sand the face side smooth ready for finishing.  At this point Owen removed the piece from the screw chuck and the screw chuck from the lathe.  He placed a small nail into the tenon to give it some extra strength and placed the tenon into a regular chuck and  placed the chuck and piece onto the drive end.  Now the front face could be formed with a concave toward the center.  The thickness of the wing should be appx.1/8 of an inch thick.  Now is the time to sand the concave portion of the wing.  Remove the wing from the chuck and make two cuts 180 degrees apart to form the wings. One side will be larger than the other and will be the bottom of wing when placed on the angel body. The wings can now be finished with paint or natural finish except for the ½ inch of the end of the tenon. Drill a ½ inch hole in the back of the angel to accept the tenon on the wing. Put a finish coat of your choice on the body angel, let dry and attach the wing to the body.  Make sure that the smaller cut out in the wings is at the top.
