June Meeting
Ron Ferreira opened the meeting.
· Welcomed all to the June meeting.
· Ray Wishart was on a ladder which collapsed and he fell 20 ft and landed on a 2 by 4 railing below.  His heart stopped and an emergency room nurse gave him CPR to revive him.  EMS took him to the hospital where they worked on him for over three hours repairing broken bones mainly in his leg. Ray is back home recovering in a bed where he can watch TV and use his computer.   He will be laid up for a while.  He feels lucky that he can see the four walls, TV and work on the computer.  The results of the accident could have been much worse.
· The new AAW magazine is out and there are many interesting articles.  There is an interesting article on pricing your turnings.  Getting this magazine is one of the benefits of becoming an AAW member.  Membership application forms are available in the back of the room. We encourage you to join.
· Bill Stephenson mentioned that the current addition of Woodsmith volume 29 # 171 page 6 has an article on how to make an air born dust collector from a $10 Window box fan from Wall Mart and several furnace filters.

· Bill Nall will be taking over Howard Griffen’s job as treasurer.

· Howard told the group that we have $3087 in the bank.  Bill Stephenson mentioned that the balance is after the club bought 6 lathes, many accessories for the lathes, and paid all expenses to date. 

· The city has informed ECWG that we will have to remove our cabinets and portable benches from the Community center.  We are one of the few who do not pay the $50 per day for the use of the facility.

· Earnest Nettles said the mayor came up to him after the city council made the decision that all cabinets should be removed and said that the he and the council are very happy with ECWG.  Many of the groups that use the Center do not clean up after use.  The city has hired a cleaning person to come in and clean up three times a week.  The cleaning person said that after ECWG meetings there is no clean up required.

· We are looking for a place to store the cabinets and stands.  Chuck Ward volunteered to store them in his work shop.  We thank Chuck for this. (The cabinets and benches were transported to Chuck’s work shop after the meeting.)

· It’s time to pay your yearly annual dues.  The dues are $25.  Bill Stephenson said that one of the reasons the dues have not gone up is the city wanted us to keep them at a low rate and they would let us use the facility without paying a fee. 

· We need some members to sign up for demonstrations.  There is only one demo on the books and that is Al Christopher for next month’s meetings.  We need some volunteers.  After several suggestion from Ron, Harry Wheeler agreed to do goblets in September and Jimmy Neilson said he would do one after September. Ron said he would do one in August.  Bill Stephenson asked if there would be a seminar in the fall.  Ron answered yes and the new board will take that up after the meeting.
· There is lots of wood for the wood drawing.  Get your tickets form John Drury.

· Woodcraft is having a sale on a1725 rpm grinder for $78.  The regular price is $98.  It’s a good buy.
· Grizzly has a special on digital calipers for $24.

· Jimmy Neilson purchased a set of pink grinding wheels for his grinder and found out they work much better than the white.

· At this meeting we have to elect new board members.  So far we have had only one member volunteer. We need three more.  Chuck Ward, John Drury and Bill Bridge volunteered and were elected to the board by a vote of the members.
· Ron showed a tool rest for large bowls made for him by Bill Britton.  If any one would like one see Bill he will make one for you.

Member Gallery

Howard Griffen showed an exer go round made up. It looked like a toy merry go round with small characters exercising as the exer go round turned.  Howard always comes up with great toys. Tom Lee  brought in a bowl made of Bradford pear that had a crack in it that he left open at the bottom of the bowl. He also showed a bowl made of poplar from his property.

Bill Britton brought in a bowl made from a log he picked up at his business in NJ.  Someone came in to have a stump grinder repaired and when the grinder was taken off the trailer the man took a log out of his truck and used it to prop up the trailer.  Bill thought that the end grain looked good and decided to bring it back to Florida to try to make a bowl.  When he arrived back in Florida, he brought it to Ron’s to see how he should proceed.  Ron gave him some instructions and put the cut log on his lathe.  Bill said it was the first time he had used a wood lathe and with Ron’s help made a bowl. No one was sure what type of wood the bowl was made of but most thought it was maple. Dennis Smith showed two spalted red oak bowls that came from a tree that fell on a friend’s trailer. The bowls were oval and Dennis said he was not sure why.  The moisture meter reading before turning was 14%, which could have caused the problem, however he made six bowls from the same log and some deformed and some didn’t.  There was a discussion after Dennis finished concerning what could be done to the bottom of the a bowl that has deformed during turning.  Several ideas came out.  Sanding the bottom with a disc or belt sander.  That technique takes a lot of care in holding the bowl base parallel to the top and not turning the bowl.  Another was to make sure that you leave a nub at the bottom with the center point until you are finished with the bowl.  As long as the center point is there your can re-round the bottom and sides if you have enough wood.  Jimmy Neilson  showed the bowl he purchased at the last meeting that was not completed by Larry Fox.  It was several weeks before he was able to get to back in to finish it and it had gone out of round.  It took him over two hours to do the belt sanding technique to reveal the turquoise.  He also showed a Cuban mahogany square bowl which Jimmy does very well.  Mike D’Autilia showed part two of the bowl blanks that were made prior to last months meeting by Ron, Jimmy and Mike using Ron’s Bowl Coring system on a honey locust blank. Ron brought in a bowl made from the largest blank at last months Gallery.  Mike brought in the middle and smallest of the blanks to show what he did with them.  The middle size bowl blank was probably about 15 inches in diameter; the small bowl blank was about 12 inches in diameter.  Unfortunately in coring out the smallest blank we went through the bottom of the middle size blank making the middle blank into a funnel, or as some in the audience said a lamp shade blank.  Mike turned the smaller blank into a bowl.  The wood was dry and had many cracks and was difficult to finish cut and sand.  The groves in the outside caused by the coring system, used by armatures, were very difficult to remove.  Mike decided to enhance the groves for decoration.  The middle funnel blank will be in a future Gallery.  The moral of the coring session is not to try too make the cored bowl blanks to deep or you will have a funnel. Bill Stephenson brought in a chair that had been made by his grandfather.  Bill’s grandfather was one of the people who introduced Bill to woodturning. The chair had turned legs and back rails with turned stretchers.  The seat was made of split white oak. His grandfather had made about a half a dozen of the chairs and they were on his grandfather’s porch.  After many years Bill found this chair in Uncle Grady’s cellar.  Bill also brought in two rolling pins, one of red cedar.  The chair and the rolling pins where most likely made in the 20’s or 30’s.

We learn a lot from the Gallery.

Demonstration – Turning Rolling Pins with Chuck Ward

Chuck had an opportunity to have some surgery on his hand to repair what he called a trigger finger.  So Chuck teamed up with Tom Lee to do the demonstration.  Chuck narrated and Tom turned.

Chuck stated that rolling pins are nothing more than spindle turnings. He starts by putting a blank between centers and rounds the blank and cuts a 3/8 inch long tenon on each end.  He reverses the rotation direction of his lathe and sands the piece with a belt sander with a 120 grit belt.  He turns the sander 45 degrees to the piece and starts sanding back and forth from one end to the other.  The next step is to drill holes in both ends of the piece.  He removes the piece from between centers and attaches a chuck to the drive end and inserts one end of the piece into the chuck.  The other end is secured in the center point by the tail stock and the drive end chuck is tightened.  Chuck places a spindle steady rest to keep the piece level and removes the tail stock and drills a hole into the tail stock end.  The hole is a one half inch hole to a depth of 1 1/4 inches plus the length of the tenon.  In his demonstration the drilled hole was 1/1/4 + 3/8 =1 5/8 inches.  Once the holes are drilled on both ends, the rolling pin barrel is placed between centers and the tenons are removed. The next step is making the handle assemblies . The handle assembly is made up of two parts, a pin and a handle to grip the rolling pin.  The pin is equal in diameter to the ½ inch hole drilled into the barrel except for a slightly larger knob on one end. The length of the ½ inch section of the pin should be equal to the length of the handle plus the depth of the drilled hole in the barrel.  In Chuck’s case the handle was 3 ½ inches adding the 1 5/8 gave a total length of the ½ inch portion of the pin as 5 1/8.  The next step is to make the handle portion of the handle assembly.  The handle Chuck made was 3 1/2 inches long with a ½ inch hole drilled axially through it.  Chuck than cuts a kerf in the end of the ½ inch end of pin.  The pin will be inserted into the handle, until the knob end hits the end of the handle leaving 1 5/8 inches to be inserted into the drilled hole in the barrel.  Chuck placed beeswax on the portion of the pin that goes through the handle, inserts the pin into the handle, and places some tight bond glue on the end of the pin that will be inserted into the barrel.  Once the handle assemblies are glued and given time to cure, you have a rolling pin with free wheeling handles.  
Nice job to Chuck and Tom.

Chuck also showed a couple of bottle stoppers. One was a golf ball on top of a larger than normal turned tee.
