May Meeting
Ron Ferreira  opened the meeting with the following:
· Welcomed the guests, new members, and members to the meeting.
· Thanked Harry Wheeler and Tom Lee who demonstrated at Eglin.  Thanked Earnest Nettles for heading up the demonstration at the Valparaiso Heritage Museum where Mike D’Autilia, Ron Ferreira, Tom Lee, and Jimmy Neilson demonstrated.
· We are encourage our members to become members of The American Association of Woodturners. AAW membership has many advantages.  Your annual AAW fee includes, liability insurance covering you while turning, in front of people, four great magazines a year that show many woodturning techniques, a book listing all AAW chapters and members, and many more advantages. Emerald Coast Woodturning Guild is an AAW affiliated chapter. Please join, it’s worth it. 

· Next month we will elect 3 new members to the Board of Directors.  We are looking for members to step up and become directors.  Don’t be afraid; it is lots of fun.
· We are lucky today to have Larry Fox a demonstrator from Colorado, who will be demonstrating his technique called outlaying.  Larry called Bill Stephenson and said he would be in the area visiting relatives and would be happy to do a demonstration at no charge.  Bill referred him to me and he is here for today’s demonstration.  You can see several of his bowls on the table.  Larry has a DVD available for $10.

· Before we start with Larry’s demonstration we will have the members gallery. 
Member Gallery

Dennis Smith  showed three game calls, one each for a duck, deer, and squirrel. The game reeds can be purchased from Craft Supplies.  
Harry Wheeler  showed a Christmas ornament with an icicle made of  Osage orange.  Harry said that Osage orange was one of the best turning woods he has used.  He also showed that fresh cut tree is orange in color and trees that have had a chance to dry out turn brown.  
Al Christopher brought in a large bowl made from a piece of a 150 year old cypress tree.  He looked at it for 6 months to a year before starting to make a bowl from it.  The turned bowl had lots of cracks and Al filled them with metal fillings and glue.
Tom Lee brought in two bowls of magnolia log from Howard Griffen.  The magnolia log included a crotch.  The crotch caused a portion of one side to have no bark.  After much thought on how to make the bowls from the log, Tom decided to glue beads along the top edge of the portion that had no bark. 
Ron Ferreira showed a collaborative turning that was done in Jimmy Neilson’s shop. Jimmy, Mike and I were going to pick up the turnings that were on display at the Crestview Library.  Jimmy said come early and we could try out Ron’s coring system on a large piece of Honey Locust Jimmy had on his lathe.  The piece was a little lopsided making the rounding of the blank a slow process.  Jimmy decided to fix the problem by re-trimming the piece with his chain saw while it was on the lathe.  It worked.  The first bowl that was cored left a large bowl of about 24 inches.  Jimmy told Ron take it home and finish it.  The large Honey Locust bowl is what Ron showed in the gallery.  There was one incident that happened which all should take a lesson.  Jimmy was in the process of rounding the outside of the bowl and Ron was standing a few paces away from the lathe and made a comment. Jimmy turned slightly and the tool caught on the piece hurling the tool like a rocket to the floor between them. Luckily it flew handle first and did not hit anyone.  
Jimmy Neilson showed a bowl he turned of cherry when Larry Fox was visiting Jimmy’s shop.  The bowl blank had a crack in it and Larry suggested filling it with turquoise.  Larry showed him the technique he uses to infill the turquoise. He used a mouse sander, and a dremel tool to accentuate the cracks, filled it with turquoise then AC glue.  Prior to filling, he took a combination sanding sealer and thinner and placed it around the area of the crack.  This stopped the glue from penetrating into the wood and leaving glue marks in the piece.
Seminar by Larry Fox  “Outlaying” 
Larry starts by cutting a log in half axial then rounds the half log on the band saw into a bowl blank.  He places it between centers and with a bowl gouge roughs the outside of the bowl and makes a tenon on the bottom to accept a chuck.  He then takes it off the lathe, places the tenon in a four way chuck, and cuts a hole in the approximate center of the inside of the bowl to the depth of the inside.  Larry uses a pointed high angle gouge to cut the center hole. He roughs the inside shape to about ¾ inch.  He then places it in a paper bag and places the roughed bowl in a microwave oven. The amount of time varies with the microwave power and the moisture content of the blank.  He microwaves it on high for 3 minutes for a blank with 20% moisture content.  If the moisture content is higher he cautions to be careful and use half power to dry the blank out.  He is looking for a moisture content of 8%.  He removes the blank from the microwave and lets it sit awhile in the bag. He then places the roughed bowl onto the lathe and trues up the inside and outside of the bowl.  Then he places his tool rest perpendicular to the outer side near the top of the bowl and uses a parting tool to cut a grove in the outer edge about 3/8 to ½ inch deep about 1/16th from each edge.  Keeping the parting tool perpendicular to the tool rest will insure the sides of the grove are parallel to the inside and outside edges.  He then mixes 2 part 5 minute epoxy in equal amounts on a POST-ITS piece of paper.  Larry uses a standard ¾ to 1 inch chisel to mix the epoxy.  When mixed he covers it with the ground turquoise powder, mixes it, then sprinkles the mixture with small pieces of turquoise.  This mixture is than placed into the grove at the top edge of the bowl.  The mixture should dry for at least two hours. When placed back in the lathe the top edge of the bowl is sanded with a belt sander with 80 grit aluminum oxide belt. Do the same for the spillage that may have gotten onto the outside and inside.  Turquoise is harder than M2 steel therefore don’t try to cut the turquoise with your turning tools. If you see any air holes visible, fill larger holes with turquoise powder and thin CA glue. Small holes can be filled with medium CA glue.  After the mixture dries, sand the top smooth.  Finish cut the inside and outside, being careful when you reach the top edge. Cut only to the point where you can see the color of the turquoise through the wood.  Sand the inside and outside of the bowl.  Remove the wood from the inside and outside edge and round the edge at the outer end of the turquoise with aluminum oxide.  When satisfied with the sanding, seal with half lacquer sealer and lacquer thinner.  Larry finishes by using a modified Beal polishing system.  He uses the Tripoli abrasive, then the white diamond abrasive, but uses Renaissance crystalline wax for a finish coat.  The Renaissance wax is much harder and does not show fingerprints when someone picks up the bowl.   Larry dates, identifies the wood used, and signs the bottom after finishing with a Sharpie oil based paint pen.

It was an outstanding demonstration by Larry.  He told a lot more over the two hours of demonstration than we could put in the newsletter.  He did have DVD’s available describing the technique he uses. 
We thank Larry for taking the time from his visit with relatives in the area to present his wonderful demonstration of his techniques.
