Bill Nall showed his recently and yet untried “SKEWJY” gouge.  This is an unusual looking tool made from a round rod, sharpened on the bottom much like a fingernail gouge, and on the top in a single sweep from the tip back.

Bill from Pensacola showed an in process platter, perhaps 18” diameter, glued up of Australian pine and lacewood.  Australian pine is “radiatta (red) pine” native to the US where it grows slowly, but in Australia can grow to heights of 400 feet in only 25 years!      

Seminar by Bill Stephenson  “Get A Hold on Wood” 
The rest of the day was devoted to a class by Bill Stephenson titled “Get A Hold on Wood” and covering methods to hold wood on the lathe.  He discussed and demonstrated: 

· between centers

· faceplates

· screw chucks
