January 17th and 18th      We had a two day seminar by Lyle Jamieson.
Lyle has been involved with woodworking since he was a small boy.  His father was a pattern maker and they always had a woodworking shop at their home.  In 1988 he went to a woodturning meeting was fascinated. This started his career in woodturning.  He learned all he could from the woodturning group then went to seminars and hands on classes with leaders in woodturning. He found that all the good woodturners had different techniques to accomplish similar ends.  His quest became to find the techniques that were easiest and why.  He has come up with a system of woodturning that works, is easy, and with very little effort.  This is what he discussed and showed in the two day seminar.  The first day he turned a heart shaped bowl from a crotch of wood from a popcorn tree.  He went from deciding how to cut the blank to get the most grain orientation then cutting the portion of the tree in half with an electric chain saw. He finished the bowl showing the method he uses.  This included chucking with a waste block, sharpening, tool rest position, lathe speed, stance, and tool control.  
The second day he turned a hollow form using his deep hollowing Jamieson jig. He discussed form, chucking with a waste block, and setting up and using the jig.  When used correctly the jig takes very little effort to turn a deep hollow form with a two inch opening at the top with even wall thickness.  The control of the wall thickness uses a laser. 
At a point near the end of the seminar he looked at turnings, brought in by members, using the turnings to discuss form.

It was a great two day learning experience.  To discuss in detail his method would be very difficult but he has two DVDs that are well worth buying.  The first is a two disk set going from basics up to turning a bowl.  The second is on hollow forms and the use of the Jamieson Jig.
After the demonstration was over we discussed with him the possibility of having a seminar next year in January which would have a one day review of his methods and several days of hands on training. Most of the members were enthusiastic with having a seminar including hands on sessions.  The club will firm this up with Lyle.
