Next Meeting Saturday July 11, 2009 at the Freeport Community Center 9 a.m. till noon. 

This will be a hands-on session on bowl turning.  We will have our jet lathes set up with instructors and tools and wood.
June 13, 2009 meeting
Meeting was called to order by Ernest Nettles.
· Welcomed all members and guests.

· One of the members had an in the wall microwave in his truck for the taking.

· Turned over the Meeting to Myra Orton, our guest Demonstrator.
Demonstration:  Myra Orton Segmented Bowl
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Myra started by showing us some other turnings she had done recently.  Some are shown in the picture on the right.  Recently she has taken courses in embellishment.  This selection shows some of her skills.  She uses paint, stippling with high speed (400 thousand rpm) air powered drill, and pyrography.  
To make the segmented bowl shown above Myra started by making a laminated strip of wood 2 ½ inches by 23 inches long.  The laminated strip was made of: a strip of 5/8 thick dark wood, dark wood veneer, a 5/8 inch thick of white wood, and light wood veneer. After gluing the strip would then be cured over night and sanded top and bottom.  Once this was done she decides which will be the top and draws a wavy line with a pen. Next she cuts the laminated strip into segments from one end to the other marking each piece consecutively on the top from 1 to the number of segments needed.  In Myra’s demo she used eight 22 ½ degree segments 2 ¼ inches long. She also cut eight dividers to place in-between each segment.  Next she sanded each side of the segments and dividers with 180 grit sand paper.  She than dry fits the segments together, making sure that the pieces are in numerical order, and places a hose clamp around the segments, holds it up to the light to make sure there is no light showing between segments. If there is sanding will be required to make a perfect fit.  Once this is done the pieces could be glued together with Titebond II and secured with two hose clamps and set to dry over night.  Once the glue has the cured bottom is sanded on a belt sander with 80 grit sandpaper.  Next she cuts a piece of ¾ inch birch plywood and a piece of wood she wishes to use as the bottom of the bowl into a circle ½ inch larger than the segmented ring. She than screws the plywood circle onto a face plate, places it on the lathe, trues up the plywood circle, removes face plate and plywood combination from the lathe, places glue on the one side of base and centers the plywood onto the base and clamps the two together and lets dry over night.  Next place the glued up combination onto the lathe, bring up tail stock which will indicate the center of the inside bottom of the bowl.  Next turn the bottom of the bowl until it matches the smallest diameter of the segmented ring. Once completed remove the face plate plywood and bowl bottom combination from the lathe, and glue the segmented ring to the bowl bottom ring being careful to center the ring and the bowl bottom.  Clamp and let dry 24 hours. Place on lathe and turn the outside of the bowl.  To get the design shown you must cut the bowl’s outside shape to that of a parenthesis. Next turn the inside.  Myra than sands on the lathe from 180 thru 600 grit sandpaper followed by hand sanding from 800 to 1200 grit sandpaper using a paper towel to remove previous grit before moving to the next finer grit. Next remove the bowl from the lathe, remove the face plate, and finish the bottom using a jam chuck, vacuum chuck, or jumbo jaws.  Sand the bottom.  Myra uses Krylon UV-Resistant Clear Acrylic Coating as a finish sanding lightly in-between coats with Scotch Bright pads.
The above was a very brief description of the process Myra used and demonstrated.  Each participant was given an in depth 5 page description of the process used, plus there were many tips given during the demonstration.

Thanks to Myra for a great demonstration and Bill Stephenson for arranging for her to do the demonstration.
