Earnest Nettles President, Announcements
· Welcomed members and guests. 
· The Walton County Paper gave us a half page spread on the Lyle Jamieson seminar. He had a copy available if you haven’t seen it. He also has placed one in our archive folder.
· Once again we will be demonstrating at the Heritage Museum’s Saturday in the Park at the end of April. He will let us know of the exact date.  We will have two booths, one for demonstration using two lathes and one booth for member sale items. 

· Bill Britton brought in some tool rests of the design that Lyle Jamieson showed in his seminar. They are in the back of the room.  We thank Bill for making them. 
· He handed out a blank piece of paper to each person at the meeting to place four items ECWG could do in the coming year to  make the club better.  They were collected and the Board of Directors will review them to come up with meeting demonstrations and seminars.

· Earnest turned the meeting over to Jimmy Neilson. 

· We have several pieces from the seminars of Lyle Jamieson and Bill Grumbine which will be sold at auction at the March meeting.  Earnest added he would like to have a piece from each to put  in a display at the Fort Walton Beach Library.  He would like to have a finished copy of all the member  demonstrations.  These will be available for any displays.
· Jimmy was delighted with the attendance at the Lyle Jamieson seminar in January.  Those who attended agreed it was a great seminar.  The $50 fee per person paid for all the seminar expenses except for $31 paid by the club. This seminar was like a marketing session to show the members what seminars by a first class turner and instructor can be.  The next time we may have to increase the fee to insure a break even or possibly add a little to the club’s checking account to purchase future equipment and DVDs.
· We also discussed, at the Jamieson seminar, the possibility of having Lyle here next January for several hands on sessions.  In discussions with Lyle after the seminar, the number of participants should be limited to six people. This will allow each person to gain the maximum amount out the session.  The cost per participant would be $100 dollars plus travel expenses of $250 shared by number of hands on sessions.  Jimmy passed around a paper to be signed by those interested in participating in a Jamieson hands on seminar. Lyle will be available for several hands on seminars after the Florida symposium.  We will have to let him know by March how many sessions we will need. So far the thought was two hands on days; one for beginners, one for medium level turners but more can be added.  If you’re so inclined you could have Lyle for one day all to yourself at your shop for $600. 
· Jimmy said the board wanted to honor one of the members for the many years of dedicated service to the Emerald Coast Woodturning Guild.  He called up Mike D’Autilia and presented him with a plaque making him an Honorary Member of the Guild.  (I was very surprised and honored to receive this award.  I have enjoyed everything I have done for and with the guild.  Thanks, Mike D’Autilia.)
· Earnest thanked Jimmy for all his efforts in setting up the Lyle Jamieson two day seminar including having Lyle stay with him all the days Lyle was here. 
· We do not stress enough safety in wood turning.  Safety should be your first priority. We should start all meetings with a safety tip.
· Introduced Harry Wheeler for the day’s demonstration. Harry said he had been asked where he gets his birds for bird houses and how he makes the segmented wood hot air balloons.  The birds can be purchased from Michaels or Hobby Lobby locally. His wife Connie found a web site consumercrafts.com that has ½ inch size birds that work well with small birdhouses.  They run $1.25 for a pack of three.  They have many other items that are shown in the catalog which you can get from their web site.  The wood he uses for his turnings of bird houses and hot air balloons comes from friend in Lakeland, FL who does segmented turning. He does the glue ups that Harry uses. 
· At this point it was decided to do the gallery before Harry starts his demonstration of inside out turning.
Gallery
Harry Wheeler showed several bird houses and an inside out turning.  He also showed some of the glue up wood he has gotten from his friend in Lakeland.  Al Christopher brought in what he called the wood family which was a four turned sculptured, painted, and embellished pieces mounted on a base.   Jim Stockes has been kidding Al that all of his pieces are copies of something.  He did the female figure first.  Al said it took about three tries to achieve what he wanted.  Lyle Jamieson mentioned that it is helpful in learning design to do a series.  Al thought this was a good idea and came up with a series he calls the wood family.  It consisted of a Mother, Father, Daughter and Son made from Magnolia placed on a wooden base. Explaining it would be difficult. Look at the picture below.  Dr. Alan Prince brought in his first natural edge bowl made of Osage orange. He also showed a Manzanita root natural edge platter.  After sanding Alan normally uses the Beall system first followed by several coats of waterlox . In the case of the Manzanita wood piece he was concerned that the Beall system would get caught in the cracks breaking the piece.   He used three coats of wipe on oil followed by a coat of wax. Tom Lee  showed a rolled edge bowl of African Teak. Dr. Prince has inspired him to do better?  Bill Stephenson  brought in two miniature hollow forms made from some scrap wood.  He was interested in having good shape and form and using the same attention to detail that would be used on a large piece.  Doing miniatures is challenging.  Chuck Hummel   This was the first time he has brought anything into the gallery. Chuck thought it might have been the wrong time because the competition today looks tough.  His wife bought him a $50 lathe 35 yrs ago. He did not have room for it at the time. Several years ago he took it out, set it up, and turned his first piece; a cup shaped turning which he brought in to the gallery.  His wife said it was hers.  Since then he bought a craftsman variable speed lathe on which he turned two additional items.  One was a small vessel made of pecan.  The next piece was a toothpick holder he made from a design in the May issue of Wood magazine.  Chuck said he did not turn the toothpicks.  Great Chuck, for you first time in the gallery!  John Drury  showed pens and Christmas ornaments.  John makes his ornaments using the same method he uses for pens.  He drills an axial hole through a blank piece of wood and inserts a pen tube into it, squares the end to the tube and places it on a pen mandrel for turning.  He uses friction shellac with two coats of carnauba wax as a finish.  Several of his ornaments are made from multicolored layered and glued stock from suppliers.  He cautioned that the glue used is very hard and requires lots of sharpening.   Barbara Harer   showed a shallow bowl she turned from a pine burl from a tree in Colorado.  Her sister had a friend who had some pines that had beetles and needed to be destroyed. They took off the burls before destroying the tree and one of the burls showed up at her door. With the help of member Charlie Thompson she made the bowl.  It did have worm holes.  Someone in the audience asked if she micro waved the piece to kill any remaining beetles. She didn’t.  Bill Stephenson said the process he uses is to place the piece in a brown paper bag with no writing and microwave it on high for 3 minutes. 
Thanks to all our members who participated in the Gallery.  All did a fine job. The gallery is a great learning process. We should show our mistakes as well as treasures.  If you want to have the audience to do a critique of your piece just say so.
Demonstration by our own Harry Wheeler – Inside out turning

This is what an inside out turning can look like.
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Harry said that accuracy is the most important part of inside out turning. The four pieces of wood used for making the piece for turning must be exactly the same size and square and the jigs used to hold the four pieces together when turning needs to be indexed so that the center line of the four pieces of wood in the jig is at the same center line of the jig.  
The jig is made up of two end caps one that fits into a four way chuck on the drive end and the other has an attachment that connects to the tail stock.  Each end cap is made up of two pieces, one with a 1 ½ inch square cut into it, the other with the connection to the drive end or tail stock.  The two sections of each end cap are then glued, cured, and finish cut the outside.   There will more on the jig later in this article. 
[image: image2.wmf][image: image3.wmf][image: image4.wmf]The process is fairly simple.  1)  You will need four pieces of similar cross section wood that will be stacked two on top and two under giving you the size of the piece you will be turning.  In Harry’s demonstration he used four pieces of wood with a cross section of ¾ of an inch square and 5 ½ inches long. When placed together as described above, the four pieces would form a turning piece 5 ½ inches long with a1½ inch square cross section.  2) Mark each end of the four pieces with a  number from 1 to 4 and mark the outside corners, as shown on the right.   3) Make a pencil mark along the top of the 5 ½ inch turning piece 1 ¼ inches from each end. 4) Secure the four sections of wood into the end caps of the jig maintaining the number orientation as show on the right.  5)  Place the jig with the turning piece in the lathe and double wrap a band of ¾ inch masking tape at the pencil mark made above indicating the 1 ¼ inch from each end.  See photo of Harry’s Jig.   6)   Harry turns the inside first and outside last.  Harry placed a pencil line around each piece of tape locating the end points of the ends of the ornament.   7)  He chose a bell shape for the inside. To do this you have to turn the inside as shown in the Inside cut diagram below.  The outer box shows the location of the diagonals of the piece.  You will have to cut through from the outside of the diagonal to at least the flat portion of the piece before starting the bell shape.  He took a parting tool and cut a grove at the line drawn on the tape.  He then used a roughing gouge to round between the groves than used a scraper to complete the rounding. Once the inside cut is made the piece will look like the figure named “Inside after cutting” shown below. Sand and finish the inside cut.

 8)   Take the piece out of the jig, remove the tape, and turn each ¾ inch piece of wood 180 degrees keeping the numbers on the ends in the same order.  The ends of the pieces should look like the figure on the right.    9)   Remove 1and 2 and  place glue between the surfaces between 1 and 2 with Titebond 2 or 3, and  clamp together making sure that the top and side surfaces meet together and that the numbers at the end are in the same order as shown on the figure on the right.  Do the same with 3 and 4. Set aside for about 30 minutes and glue the sub assembly 1 and 2 to sub assembly 3 and 4.  Make sure that all sides are aligned and the numbers and the marks at the end are as shown on the figure to the right.  Let cure for 24 hours prior to beginning the next step.  ( There is a good video clip at   http://marleyturned.com/id126.htm   that shows inside out turning that has a good section on how to glue up the 4 pieces of wood for final turning)   10)  Next step was to place the piece in the jig  for outside turning.  See the figure labled “Outside cut diagram” shown below. 11)  Cut the outside design and sand the outside before parting and taking it off the lathe. Apply the finish after removing from the lathe. See the figure “Finished ornament” to see what the ornament will look like.
