Next Meeting Saturday May 9, 2009 at the Freeport Community Center 9 a.m. till noon. 

Bill Grumbine, a well known woodturner from Pennsylvania, will be our guest demonstrator at this meeting.   There will be a $10 donation for this program.   Bill will start his demonstration after our Presidents announcements.  He will demonstrate from about 9:30 am until 12 noon or later if the group would like him to continue.  There will be a gallery table available but the participants will not discuss their pieces.  This will give Bill Grumbine more time for his demonstration.
April 11, 2009 Meeting
Meeting was called to order by Ernest Nettles.  
· Thirty people were in attendance including one guest, Cliff Charon from Baker and new member Bob Smith from Panama City. 

· Several upcoming symposiums were discussed:   

· 23rd Annual AAW meeting in Albuquerque, NM, June 26-28. 
· Georgia Association of Woodturners “Turning Southern Style XV” September 18-20 in Unicoi State Park, Helen, Ga. 

· On April 25, the Saturday in the Park Heritage Festival will be held in Valparaiso and the club is being furnished two spaces.  We’ve been to this festival for the last several years to demo woodturning and even managed to sell a few pieces.  Participants who will be bringing tools, etc., should be set up before 8AM, so be at the park by 7:15.  Mike D’Autilia, Jimmy Nielson, Tom Lee and Ernest Nettles have expressed interest in doing demos, but all are welcome.  

· An auction was held of pieces produced during demonstrations by Bill Grumbine, Lyle Jamieson and Jimmy Nielson.  Two hundred sixty-four dollars was raised for the club treasury.

· May meeting will feature Bill Grumbine.  (Post meeting note:  Grumbine is charging $250 for the demo so each person attending will be asked for $10 to offset the cost.)

· June meeting will feature a guest demonstrator Myra Orton doing segmented turning.  Each person attending will be asked for $5 to offset the cost,
Gallery
· Harry Wheeler - several inside out turnings with walnut inserts.
· Al Christopher - a small pitcher, with integral, that is, they were not attached, spout and handle, out of pink ivory.

· Charles Evans had spent several days in the Miami library and was able to peruse their collection of woodturning books.  One of them had a turned music box which Charles produced his an adaptation.  

· Dennis Smith - a large bowl of hickory.  Jan applied the tung oil finish.  

· Paul Sherman - a very nice “fluted form”.  It was a tall, narrow shape he had turned and then cut through the walls to leave a curved spiral.  

· Tom Lee - a platter of “Southern Mahogany.”  

· Bill Nall had a bowl.

· Sandy Sweeney showed her first two bowls.  

· Tommy Holmes had a form turned from magnolia with a pen and ink drawing on it.  Drawing was done free hand.
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Demonstration:  Harry Wheeler showed us how he makes his jig for inside out turning.
The inside out turning is made up of 4 pieces of wood each with the same square cross section and length. The cross section of the four pieces dictates the size of the jig.  In Harry’s demo he was using four pieces of wood with a cross section of ¾ inches square, when stacked together two over two make a 1 ½ inch square cross section piece.  

1. Cut four pieces of ¾ inch hardwood cut slightly larger than 3 ½ inches by 3 ½ inches square. 
2. Take all four pieces and find the appx. center of each piece by placing a line connecting the middle of each side and the middle of the top and bottom.  Use the intersection of these two lines to draw a 3 ½ inch circle on each piece as shown in figure 1.
3. Take two of the pieces and put them aside.
4. Next take the four pieces you will use for the inside out turning and place them two on top of two to form a 1 ½ inch square.  Tape them together using the 1 ½ inch cross section to draw a square in the center of the remaining two pieces by placing the diagonal corners of the 1 ½ inch cross section on the two lines used to find the center of the piece. Use a sharp pencil and transcribe the square onto the remaining two pieces. It should look like fig 2.  
5. Take a punch to place and indent in each corner of the square.  Drill a 3/16 diameter hole in each corner of the square.  
6. Use a scroll saw with a1/8 inch blade and cut out the square.  
7. Using a band saw or jig saw cut each of the four pieces round using the circle made previously as a guide. You will have two pieces looking like figure 3 and two pieces like figure 4.
8. Place yellow glue on one side of the piece with the cut out and glue it to the one of the pieces without the cut out.  Do the same to the remaining two pieces.  Remove any glue that seeps out into the open space of the cut out..

9. Place a 4 way chuck with pin jaws in the drive end of your lathe and insert one of the joined pieces placing the 1 ½ inch opening into the jaws.  Tighten the chuck making sure that jaws are seated.  Bring up the tail stock to the piece and secure it.

10. Round the joined pieces so that the diameters are equal and on the side without the cut out turn a tenon that will fit your normal 4 jaw chuck.  This now indexes the piece to the centerline of the lathe.

11. Remove this piece from the lathe. It will be the part of the jig that will be connected with a 4 way chuck to the drive end of the lathe.  See Photo 1 & 2
12. Place the remaining glued up piece into the lathe in the same manner as the first glued piece securing the pin jaws into the square cut out.  Bring up the tail stock and secure it. 
13. Round up the joined piece.
14. Remove it from the lathe it will be the piece that attaches to the tail piece. (See Photos 3 &4)
15. You now have a jig that will index the four pieces of wood used in inside out turning to the lathe center line.
16. The photo of the jig in photo 3 shows a dowel in the back side of the piece that connects to the tail stock.  This is not necessary as most lathes come with a live cup center which will hold the jig properly.
