Comments during the gallery

Jimmy Neilson’s _finishing process after sanding used the Beal system with Tripoli polishing on the raw wood followed by
waterlox coating, followed by buffing with wax. Earnest Nettles tried using expansion foam to fill the crustaceans on his
Christmas ornaments as described in one of the recent issues of the AAW magazine. He found that care must be taken
not to over fill or the expanding foam will crack the crustacean. He also found that the foam is turnable and makes nice
low weight ornaments. Al Christopher brought in a piece by Gorst Plessis who has been using the Rose Engine for 50
years and is still learning. Al LaRoe made the goblet from a dowel.
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Demonstration — Al Christopher will show us the ope ration of the Rose Engine

Al Started by giving a brief history of the Rose Engine Lathe. They have
been around at least from the Renaissance and Age of Enlightment time.
Each machine was individually made and was very expensive. They were
highly valued items that served nobility with both recreation and education.
Until very recently the Rose Engine lathes were very complicated and costly
and made for production. The Rose Engine that Al has cost $1500 a far cry
from the $30,000 several years ago. Al's is made to fit on a Jet mini lathe.
The engine has a cutter with motor attached to an oscillating head driven by
belts and a cam also called rosettes. Al's lathe came with over 20 cams
made of acrylic. The Engine is attached to the jet lathe using it as a
platform. The Engine has crank wheels attached to screws that allow
movement of the cutter head along the lathe axis and one perpendicular to

: the lathe used for determining the depth of cut. There is a third wheel which
is attached to a belt system that moves the cam mounted on the spindle of the lathe in a circular motion. When turned
there is a follower which rides on the cam and moves the cutter head in and out making a pattern onto the wood
depending on the cam which is selected. Al placed several different pieces in the lathe, chose the cam with a design he
was looking for, and decided whether to place the design on the end or side of the piece to be decorated. Once the
location of the cutter was set by the axial crank wheel system and the depth of cut was determined by the perpendicular
crank wheel, Al turned the small motor on the cutter head assembly and turned the cam crank which makes the cutter cut
the design onto the piece. Al said he is a novice at using the Rose Engine and is looking forward to the learning process.
Below are several of the pieces Al cut at the demonstration and several he completed sanding and polishing at his shop.
