· Show and Tell 

Paul Sherman brought a piece of wood in for identification.  The consensus was that it is camphor.   New member Reid Gilland showed a bowl and several wine stoppers.  Reid is a new member and a new woodturner.  Looks like he is doing well.

· Demonstration     Owen Toon on Inside Out Turning

Owen started his demonstration by reminding everyone to be safety conscious. Wear short sleeve shirts, take off watch and rings, keep long hair under wraps, make sure there is nothing that could get caught in the lathe before turning it on, turn the lathe off any time the tool rest needs moving, hand turn the lathe after moving the tool rest to insure there is no interference before turning on power, and wear safety glasses.  Owen also mentioned to be careful using other items in your shop especially cutting logs cross grain on the band saw.  Use a V shape jig under the log for safety. 

Thanks to Owen to remind us to always think about safety.

Owens first demonstration was inside out turning.  This technique will result in a piece that allows the inside of the piece to be visible. The method he used was in an AAW magazine.

Owen starts with four equal size pieces of wood approximately 1-½ inch square by eight inches long that have the sides prepared to be glued together as shown below.  








He uses a jointer to prepare the sides for gluing and uses the table saw to cut a 1/8 to ¼ inch deep glue stop grove on two adjacent sides at least ½ inch from each end of the four pieces. Yellow glue is applied to the surface of the pieces at the ends, outside of the glue stops.  The four pieces are glued together at the ends and are left to cure over night.  When cured the piece made up of the four glued sections is placed between centers of the lathe and what will be the internal portion of the finished piece is turned.  Owen made a Christmas tree for his internal design.  If tou are trying for the first time it would be best to cut a simple design as shown below.







Once the desired design is turned, sanded and given a finish (only on the turned portion) the piece is taken out of the lathe and the ends are cut inside of the glue stops.  This will allow the original four sections to come apart.  The four original pieces will now be rotated so that the turned section is now on the inside and glued together, as shown below, and left to cure.  Once cured, the glued up piece is placed between centers and the outside of the piece can be turned to a desired shape.  The piece can be embellished for making many different objects.





When Owen finished the demonstration of inside-out turning, he made a needle box.  The box is made from a rectangular piece of wood that will yield a cylindrical piece with a length of 4-½ inches and a diameter of about 1-½ inches.  Owen rounded the stock to the approximate diameter then trued up both ends of the piece for inserting into a geared chuck later in the process.  He used a story stick to transfer the position of his design elements onto the rounded stock. He then turned the outside shape of the box and parted the piece into a top and bottom.  He placed the top into the chuck and hollowed the inside with a forstner bit using the drilled diameter as the mating diameter for fitting the top to the bottom.  He next removed the top from the chuck and placed the bottom section in the chuck.  Hollowed the bottom section with a forstner bit placed in a jacobs chuck attached to the tail stock. This bit should be at least ¼ inch smaller than the bit used for hollowing out the top. The outside of the bottom is then turned to fit the inside of the top snuggly.
