Highlights from the March 11, 2006 meeting 

The March meeting was interesting.  It started out before the meeting when your editor contracted the flu and was unable to publish a March news letter.  Thanks to Bill Stephenson for coming up with a one page special newsletter.   On Friday before the meeting Ron Ferreira had to make an emergency trip to Denver as his daughter needed an emergency operation.  Ron called Bill Stephenson and asked him to run the meeting.  It didn’t stop there.  Bill got a call a 6:00 am the morning of the meeting from our member Harry Wheeler.  Pat Johnson our seminar presenter for the meeting was in the hospital and would not be able to do the seminar.  Harry was hosting Pat Johnson our March seminar presenter.  Pat arrived at Harry’s home on Friday before the meeting and at 8:30 pm had to be taken to the hospital with symptoms of the flu. Bill quickly came up with a demonstration that he could do for the meeting.  As you can see we all owe Bill special thanks for all he did to insure our members and guests had an informative meeting.

In the confusion of the meeting there was no announcement of this years Easter Egg contest.   Contest entries will be displayed in the Freeport Library.  Contest rules are $1.00 per entry, as many entries as you like.  We are sorry for the short notice but let your creative thoughts flow and turn some egg forms.

Bill Stephenson started off the meeting with the following announcements:
· Notified all that the Pat Johnson seminar would not be given today as Pat was in a local hospital with the Flu.  He let all know that Pat’s seminar would be rescheduled and all who paid for the seminar could either have their money returned or apply it to the rescheduled date.  It was too late to cancel the lunch that was included for the seminar so lunch would be available to all.

· Bill had all of our guests introduce themselves
· Mentioned that Arrowmont schedules were available for those who would like to have them.  The cost for a typical class runs about $1000 including food and lodging and transportation,  The classes are worth while in themselves with the added feature that the woodturning shops are available from 7 am till midnight.

· He brought in some green poplar wood milled pieces that could be used for bowls.  The wood would be available for $2:00 per piece.
Harry Wheeler described how Pat Johnson arrived at Harry’s house last night ready for today’s seminar.  Pat had to leave his wife in the hospital in Alabama with the flu.  At 8:30 that night Pat was not feeling great and after a phone call to see how his wife was doing and describing the way he felt, she told him to get to a hospital.  Harry took him to the local hospital and at 11:30 pm he was told that they had given Pat several shots and he could probably go home.  Pat tried to get up and found he still had problems.  The emergency room personnel decided that Pat needed to stay overnight or longer.  It ended up longer. 
Member Gallery 
Bill Stephenson showed a hook tool he recently purchased that is used for making a clean cut at the intersection of the bottom and sides of a box or bowl.  The tool can be purchased with or without a handle and with a diamond hone for sharpening at an additional cost.  Bill recommends purchasing the tool without the handle and purchasing the hone.  The tool is made by Andre Martel of Canada.  The tool can be purchased in several sizes.  Bill will be glad to provide  additional information for those who are interested.  Bill also brought in a hollow form he called “Black holes and white dwarfs”.  The piece showed the technique of using a wood burning tool to add character to a turning. He also brought in a prototype of a chair leg he was turning for someone.  He decided to make several prototypes to check the overall design and show different changes in the design.  Paul Sherman showed a spalted maple bowl he turned from a tree that came down during a hurricane a few years ago.  He said by the time he turned it the wood was getting a little punky however it was a well executed bowl.

· Demonstration   “Bowls to Boxes” by Bill Stephenson
Bill started with a two green milled poplar rectangular blanks with marked turning centers.  The corners were removed with a band saw to decrease turning time.  One blank was placed in the lathe with the side designated for the top of the bowl placed in the drive end and the tail stock brought up to the bottom end of the blank. The tool rest was placed at the tail stock end at an approximate 45 degree angle to the center line.  The rounding of the bowl was started using a bowl gouge starting from the bottom of the bowl and going to the top.  To start the cut the gouge should be first placed on the tool rest then moved slowly toward the blank until contact is made with the wood.  The gouge is then moved from the tail stock end towards the head end of the lathe forming the shape of the bowl.  Cutting should be continuous from the bottom of the bowl toward the top until the gouge stops engaging wood of the corner of the blank. Continue with small cutting depths until the outer bowl shape is completed.  The next step is to form a tenon at the bottom of the bowl that will fit in a scroll chuck in the next step.  Once the tenon is complete, remove the piece from the lathe and remove the drive center.  Insert the tenon into a scroll chuck and mount to the drive end of the lathe.  True the outside of the bowl and sand. True up the top face of the bowl to establish the rim. The next step is to place a Jacobs chuck in the tail stock and drill a hole about a ½ inch diameter to the bottom of the inside of the bowl.  Once this is completed remove Jacobs chuck from the tail stock and remove the tail stock from the lathe or make sure it is out of the way.  You are ready to start the inside of the bowl.  
The technique for hollowing the inside is to place the tool rest perpendicular to the lathe center line and parallel to the face of the bowl.  Place the bowl gouge on the rest with the top of the flute away from you and the bevel of the end of the gouge parallel to the outside edge of the bowl.  Start a cut from about ¾ of an inch towards you form the drilled hole. Begin a shallow cut and cut towards the drilled hole. Increase the diameter of the cut by making a similar cut starting from ¾ of an inch from the beginning of the last cut, and again cut towards the hole in the center.  Continue this until you are close to the inside diameter of the bowl.  Repeat the above procedure starting a cut from ¾ of an inch from the drilled hole and making a shallow cut towards the drilled hole.  Continue this process until the bottom of the drilled hole is reached.  One item to remember each time you start a new cut from the center make sure that the bevel of the gouge is parallel to the outside bowl edge at the depth you start the cut. Once the bottom is reached you could finish cut the inside of the bowl followed by sanding.  Repeat the process for the other blank.
When both bowls are complete, except for the removal of the tenon on the bottom, it’s time to decide which will be the bottom and which the top of the box.  Once the decision is made, the joint between the top and bottom can be made.  For the top, cut a ledge from the inside halfway thru the wall.  Remove the top from the chuck and replace it with the bottom bowl.   This time cut a ledge from the outside wall towards the inside the width of the ledge will have to match fit the top.  Once completed leave the bottom in the chuck and place the top onto the bottom and bring up the tail stock to engage the top bowl.  If the top does not stay on, place some paper towels at the joint to tighten it up. The next step is to even up the outside of the joint between the two.  You can now cut a decorative knob using the wood remaining to from a handle to the box lid.  Remove the tail stock. Remove the top and top of the box from the bottom and remove the bottom of the box from the scroll chuck and replace it with a jam chuck.  Place the inside of the bottom of the box into the jam chuck and bring up the tail stock.  Turn the base to match the remainder of the box.  Your box is now complete except for finishing.  You have changed a bowl to a box.
