Tom Odom showed a hollowing tool he designed especially for turning on small lathes.  Tom Lee showed a bowl he turned by taking green wood turning the bowl to ¾ inch thickness, and  immersing the bowl in alcohol over night.  He let the blank dry for 2 weeks than finished turning the bowl.  The method can be found on the internet at http://www.woodcentral.com/cgibin/readarticle.pl?dir=turning&file=articles_473.shtml  Bill Stephenson showed a small natural edge bowl of sycamore turned with a ½ inch bowl gouge.  Dennis Smith  described an accident he had with a scrapper getting caught between the tool rest and blank. Dennis also brought in a letter opener, whistles, two mesquite

bowls, one natural edge, plus a large bowl.  Howard Griffen  showed several pen and pencil holders made of green sycamore and ash.  Al Christopher brought in a free form spalted poplar turning from a piece of wood he won at one of our raffles.  Al said he had trouble with tear-out and asked for any suggestions.  Bill Stephenson suggested trying a light or sealer, let dry, than finish turning. Take care to make sure the sealer you use is compatible with the finish you intend to use.

Earnest Introduced a New Member, Max McHaney from Niceville.
Making Trivets by Owen Toon
Owen had made a jig for making trivets that was demonstrated by Rubin Everett in a seminar we had several years ago.  Owen stressed safety in any turning and in particular the jig has some screws that stick above the surface of the jig and could do some damage to your hands. There was a discussion about how the jig could be made to delete this danger.  Several ideas were brought forward and we will probably see someone from the chapter coming up with a new version of the jig.  The jig is basically made up of two sections: one fixed and one moveable piece.   With the moveable piece in one position the circular blank is centered in the jig.  With it in the other position the blank is offset.  The jig can be made to be held to the drive end of the lathe with a face plate or chuck. Owen started with a circular blank of ¾ inch dry lumber sized to fit the jig.  The blank was placed in the jig with the moveable piece in the position to center the blank.  Owen than used a worry stick with notches every ¼ inch to mark concentric circles on the blank.  Next he used a 1/8 inch homemade scrapper (also demonstrated by Rubin Everrett) and cut out every other marked circle to a depth just a little over ½ the blank thickness.  The next step was to sand the turned portion of the blank.  Next Owen removed the blank from the jig, removed the moveable portion of the jig, placed the blank in the jig in the off center position with the uncut portion facing out.  He placed marks every 120 degrees on the blank face and lined up one of the marks with an indexing mark on the jig.  The moveable jig piece was secured in place and Owen marked a series of ¼ inch circles from the offset center out toward the edge of the blank.  Using the same technique as before, he cut a series of 1/8 inch circles.  When completed the blank was moved to the other 120 degree mark and another series of circles was marked.  Once all three series of circles were cut and sanded, the blank is a trivet.  The trivet consists of concentric circles around the center of the one side going out to about ½ inch from the edge of the blank.  The other side is a series of smaller circles every 120 degrees.  The only thing left is finishing.
We thank Owen for a great demonstration.  

We will try to have copies of the Jig instruction at the next meeting.  There was also an article in a woodworking magazine by Rubin Everett which describes trivet making and how to make the jig.  We will try to find the article for the next meeting.

October 14-15, 2006     Two full day seminar by Judy Ditmar     Judy is from Piqua, Ohio and is widely known for her elegant bowls with lathe carved exterior textures, boxes with snap-on-lids, and turned jewelry of numerous forms, and most recently, sculptures.  Day 1 (October 14th) of the seminar, Judy will demonstrate the turnings listed above. 

Day 2 October 15th will be a hands-on session. Among the turned items we will have the opportunity to learn in the hands-on session will be jewelry making which is ideally suited for creating on small lathes.  If you plan to try your hand, you should be keeping an eye out for the proper woods used in the fine art of jewelry making.  The woods should be hard and dense and cut well across the end-grain without tear-out.  Only non-toxic woods should be used as these items may be worn by individuals with sensitive skin; No rosewoods, no cocobolo, no walnut, no cherry.

Preferred woods for jewelry making are: Pecan, Apple, Citrus (orange, lemon, grapefruit), Ziracote, Mesquite, Bocote, Osage orange, Lilac, Canary wood, Ebony, Hickory, Dogwood, Persimmon, Oyster wood, Live Oak.  Blanks should be roughly 2x2inch square and 6-12 inches long, solid and dry.  A variety of different types and colors are preferred.  You should keep an eye out for these woods and begin laying back a supply
The fee for the Day 1 demonstration is $30 for members and $35 for non members.  The fee for Day 2 is $75. Day 2 will be limited by the number of lathes available.  The chapter has four Jet midi lathes available (first come first served) others can be accommodated if they bring their own lathe.  The Fee for each day includes lunch.
