· Tour of Specialty Wood Millworks Inc. facilities

Specialty Wood Millworks is a very unique facility to visit.  The tour was started by Al Christopher, the woodworking end of the partnership, and his wife Becky in the facility ‘s showroom where many of the items made at the facility are worked into the floors, walls and ceilings.  The most striking object in the room is a curved staircase going to an upstairs gallery and conference room.  Two newel posts greet you on your way up the stairs.  Each had a relief carved seahorse on the front and dolphins on the side. The entire stairway was done without any fasteners showing. The stair railing, which was about 8 inches wide, was made of multi-layers of wood glued, and prior to drying, bent into the curved rail using the stair treads as form guides, than the top curve contoured by hand.   The conference room has wood paneled walls and ceilings.  We found that Al had carved the dolphins and the seahorses.

There was a display of apples in the showroom turned by Al, one apple for each letter of the alphabet.  Each apple was turned from a wood with a name that match the alphabet.

Our next stop was the machine shop, the domain of John Terry the machinery end of the partnership.  All of the molding knives are made in the shop.  John also repairs, refurbishes, and made all the wood working machines in the woodworking area and the machine shop.

We next toured the largest portion of the facility where all the wood working, milling, turning, sanding etc. are done.  There are large milling machines, planers, saws, drills, and of course several lathes.  Al’s pride and joy is a lathe that is 26 ft. between centers with a turning diameter of 32 inches designed to turn large columns.  Al told John what he needed and John built it.  The lathe is powered by hydraulics.  There is a large electric motor that drives a main hydraulic pump.  This pump feeds the lathe drive system, the rotary cutter drive, and the xyz position of the cutter.  Lathe and cutter speed are all variable controlled and the lathe can track a template with hydraulic controllers.  To give you an idea of the massiveness of the lathe, they use a forklift to take off the tailstock.  We were fortunate enough to see this lathe in action. Al turned a hexagon column into a circular column.  Jim Stokes brought in a tree trunk about 6 inches in diameter and 6 to 8 ft long, Al put it on the lathe and started tuning in round.  It was interesting to see it cut away all the branch connection.  

We thank Al, Becky and John for showing us their facilities and for Jim Stokes for arranging for arranging it.
