Highlights from November 13, 2004 Meeting and Seminar

· Jim Stokes asked for volunteers to demonstrate woodturning at future meetings.

· Welcome to Robert King and Richard Brzozonski new members who joined us at the November meeting.  Robert is from DeFuniak Springs and Richard is from Hillier, Ontario, Canada.

· Show and Tell -  gets better each month.  Richard Brzononski ,a new member, showed a Christmas Ornament he made using the inside out technique. Howard Griffen showed miniature hollow forms, including one made from a taqua nut, tools he made for miniature hollow forming,  bottle stoppers, and his first attempt at a bowl.  All were a result of a woodturning class he attended given by the University of West Florida and taught by Bill Stephenson. Benny Stokes, Jim Stokes’, grandson, showed a top he turned and a small cup. Harry Wheeler brought in several items inspired by Bob Rosand’s seminar, a top made from a CD disk, a ring holder, and a small intricately turned lidded box. Bill Stephenson showed several miniature hollow turnings including one turned of chestnut.

Keep bringing in your turnings for Show and Tell, both the ones that worked out great and those that didn’t.  It gives you the opportunity to show your creativity and skills and gives others a heads up on problems that do occur in turning.  Seeing a creative well executed turning inspires others to try their hand at making a similar turning, which creates new skills and fosters creativity. 

· Demonstration  -   “An Introduction to Hollow Turning: the tools, techniques, shapes, and execution”
Ron Ferreira and Bill Stephenson.   Bill started out by showing the tools required for small and large hollow form turning. Many can be home made.  Bill also talked about wood selection and grain orientation.  Ron followed with a demonstration of a miniature hollow form using the waste block technique.  The first step is to select the piece of wood to be used and come up with a design that enhances the qualities of the blank.  The blank is then placed between centers and rounded and turned close to the general shape, leaving some stock for the final contouring and sanding.  The vessel base should be at the drive end of the lathe and enough room should be allowed for a tenon The next step is to make a step and tenon at the drive end that will be used to help secure and center the work piece to the waste block. The step should be faced off to be square to the center of the piece.  Once the general form is completed and the tenon is formed the piece should be parted at the drive end leaving about ¼ inch of tenon attached to the piece.  Screw a waste block on a faceplate and secure it to the drive end of the lathe.  True up the face of the block and turn a socket in the waste block equal to the diameter of the tenon and slightly deeper than the length of the tenon.  Place some CA instant glue (superglue) on the tenon and the squared off step of the work piece and insert it into the socket of the waste block.  Hold it in place for 30 seconds and let it set for several minutes.  You can spray the face and socket of the waste block with Instant glue accelerator which will set the glue in seconds, however it gives little time for making sure the piece is attached squarely to the waste block.  Once the work piece is secure in the waste block,start the lathe and bring up the tailstock to engage the top end.  Finish of the outer shape of the vessel and sand to 180-grit sandpaper. Remove the tailstock.  The next step is to drill a hole in the top end of the piece to the depth you desire for the inside of the vessel.  Make sure that the depth of the hole gives enough space to cut off the finished vessel from the waste block with a slight recess to the vessel bottom. The easiest way to drill the hole is to place a Jacobs’s chuck,with a drill bit, in the tailpiece and use it to drill the hole.  This will insure that the hole is centered. Use a small straight scrapper that will fit in the drilled hole and start hollowing out the vessel from the top in small steps leaving a wall thickness at the lip about 1/8 of an inch.  Once the vessel is hollowed out as much as possible with the straight scrapper the remainder of the interior is hollowed out with bent end scrapers trying to obtain a uniform 1/8 wall thickness on the sides.  The bent scrappers should be pulled from the bottom of the vessel towards the top to minimize catches. Care must be taken as you reach the top not to thin out the wall near the lip to the point that the scrapper will pull the lip off.  Those who were at the demonstration saw this occur. In the quest for a very thin wall it is very easy to cut through the vessel especially at the top.  Once the vessel is hollowed the lip could be finished.  At this point sand the vessel startomg wotj 180g  then 200g up to at least 400g and place a finish on the top, sides, and what can be done on the bottom with the piece in the lathe.  Part the vessel from the waste block leaving a recess in the bottom. Sand and finish the bottom and your hollow form is complete.
