· Welcomed members and guests.

· Show and Tell Member Gallery
John Drury  brought in an ornament in the form of a bird house with a walnut top and a red cardinal on the perch.  John also showed two pens out of cocobolo and two out of North Carolina cherry.  All the pens where friction polished.  John expects the cherry to darken with age.  Bill Stephenson showed an antique bowl made by the G.H. Specialty Wood Products that was at least 50 years old.  Bill thinks the bowl was made of maple or yellow birch and believes it was a manufactured bowl. Bill also brought three lidded boxes for the member gallery.  The boxes were made of cherry with detailing on the inside of the lid with handles of twigs.   Keith Forhand  showed four small lidded boxes he turned.  One was of ligustrum and had a yellowish color, one of ebony, one of oak, and one of birch.  He also brought in a natural edge bowl about 6 inches in diameter made of Camphor.  Howard Griffen  showed a tractor trailer toy he made with most pieces turned.  Howard used twigs for lumber on the trailer. Howard has been making toys from a book he has that he also showed.  Howard,we like your turned toys.  Tom Lee  brought in 2 natural edge open end vases both of Holly.  One was the one Tom brought in at the last meeting in the unfinished  state.  Paul Sherman  showed a natural edge bowl he had turned from a  chinaberry stump.  The bowl had an interesting array of natural colors of reds, pink, and blonds.  Wayne Lofton  brought in a large inside out Christmas Ornament with a Christmas tree on the inside. Wayne had anchored the Christmas tree by a hidden slot.  He also showed two pieces he was trying out with carved inserts.   Harry Wheeler  showed 5 bird houses he turned from ideas he got from a Nick Sing book.  Two of the bird houses were made of purple heart with ligustrum roofs, two out of walnut roots, and one of mahogany. Harry also brought in the Nick Sing book for members to look at.
Harry Wheeler critiqued the items this month.  He thought all pieces brought for the member gallery were done well.  Harry had several comments: Try using loctite glue for securing the internals of the pens.  Lidded boxes are a good turning project as there are endless designs. Tom Lee thought the chinaberry stump used by Paul Sherman made a beautiful bowl.

Another great Member Gallery.

· Christmas Ornament demonstration by Bill Stephenson. 
Bill started the demonstration by turning Christmas ornaments in the shape of snowmen, icicles, Christmas trees, and eggs.  Bill embellished each in different ways.  One of the eggs had a series of evenly spaced groves from top to bottom.  I understand Bill eyeballed the distance between the groves and said that if Mike D’Autilia was at the meeting he would have criticized him for not measuring.  Don’t worry Bill, I know your eyes are calibrated for measuring spacing on turnings.  Bill stated that the best woods for ornaments are willow, basswood , and white cedar.  The wood, if fresh cut, should be seasoned for at least six months before turning.
Bill did some of the embellishments using an air brush.     Bill suggests the Iwata GHPC air brush which can be purchased from Dixie Art Supply.  He recommends getting an oil and water filter.  He also suggests air brush cleaner by Media.  Distilled water must be used for cleaning the brush.  Bill also suggests using Golden brand paint,  F&W acrylic ink, and puff paints for embellishments.   A hair dryer can be used to speed up drying of any type of painting.
Bill showed how to use India ink and puff paint for adding character to turnings. Bill has spent much time in classes and lots of time learning how to use the air brush and we are lucky to be able to see him demonstrate some of his class and experienced learned techniques.
Thanks to Bill for an interesting demonstration.  I’m sure his demonstration has inspired all to go back to your lathes and make Christmas Ornaments.
