· Bill Stephenson reported on the Board of Directors meeting.

· Election of two members to the Board of Directors

The members elected Wayne Lofton to continue on the board and Ron Ferreira as a new member of the board. Both will serve a two-year term.

· Bill Stephenson reported on the following:

· Passed  out information on the July AAW meeting in Tampa

· The guild received a promotion from Woodturners catalog.  From June 1- July 15 club members may order “Artisan Coloring Dyes, Mylands, Liberon, All Hut Finishes, and Box of Rags” at a special price.  To receive the special price the Promotion Code given on the information passed out by Bill must be mentioned. · Highlights of the year for Emerald Coast Woodturning Guild:
· Started with 5 members in June of 2003 and as of June of 2004 we have 25 members
· The Guild has had meetings every month, most with demonstrations by members 
· Have had 2 Seminars 

· Received non-profit status from the State of Florida

· Brief description of the woodcarving demonstration given the night before by Tony Cortesse.   Tony was scheduled to be at the gun show in Fort Walton Beach over the weekend.

· There is wood across the street from the Freeport Community center for the picking.  The contractor has given the club permission to take what they want.

· Ray Wishart gave the treasurers report.

Show & Tell 

Bill Stephenson   brought in 3 bowl blanks ready for drying.  Some were done at the Bowl Turning seminar given by Bill in May.  Some had cracked.  Bill said that you could expect about 20% of the bowl blanks to crack during the drying period.

Mike D’Autilia  showed a wine bottle stopper made from a section of tree that was cut down at his Son-in-Law’s parents’ home in Connecticut.  Mike asked if anyone could identify the wood.  It was very light in color and nice to turn.  There were several guesses, but no one knew for sure.  More study on the wood type is required.  Mike also brought in his first deep lidded box made from mahogany.

Dave Lovelace  a visitor from the Pensacola group brought in a freeform vase with natural bark on the top portion.  The vase was well executed.  

Harry Wheeler showed a mesquite platter, some small bowls, cheese dish of mahogany and maple, and a ceramic coaster using the updated jigs that Ruben Everett demonstrated during one of our seminars.  

· Bill Stephenson talked about taking woodturning classes.  Try to go to a class at least once a year from one of the Arts & Crafts schools.  There are several benefits besides the advertised subject of the course.  Most instructors will watch their students looking for those poor habits that creep in when working alone.  There is always synergy and exchanging of ideas when a group of Woodturners get together.  There is usually time to try the different brands and models of lathes.

· Dave Lovelace is going to the Northwest and will be looking at Burl Caps and was wondering whether members were interested in getting some for them.  There was interest shown.  He was also interested in wood types he should be looking for.  Bill Stephenson recommended maple and madrone.

· Ray Wishart was in contact with David Rose the new manager of Arcadia Hardwoods in Panama City.  Arcadia Hardwoods, through David, will be hosting a wood turning get-together at Arcadia’s warehouse, the first Saturday in the month starting in September.

· Jim Stokes has set up a visit to the facilities of Specialty Woods in Santa Rosa Beach for the July meeting.  He believes they will demonstrate their very large lathe used for making large columns..

· Harry Wheeler-  A demonstration of the ins and outs of turning Lazy Susans.
Harry starts by selecting boards, marking the face he wants to show, than joining and gluing the boards to make a 7/8 x 25 inch board the proper width to run through his planer (in Harry’s case 12 ½ inches).  The board is run through the planer truing up both sides.  The next step is to cut the glued up piece into two squares, mark the center of each on the back side, and cut the two into circles with a band saw.  Next a faceplate is attached to one of the pieces using the center mark as an indexing point.  Harry made a jig consisting of a dowel the inside diameter of the faceplate with a metal point inserted into the center of one end.  He then places the dowel into the center of the faceplate and places the point into the indexing mark in the wood circle, centering the faceplate on the circular wood. With the faceplate held in place, holes are drilled for the faceplate screws.  Screws (lubricated with soap) are used to secure the faceplate to the wood.  The faceplate is secured to the drive end of the lathe and wood is ready for turning the face side of the lazy susan tray.

Harry makes a depression in the face of the lazy susan tray that starts about 1 inch from the outer edge. Step 1 is to mark a parting tool with a magic marker to the depth of the depression desired and use it to turn several of concentric rings on the face of the lazy susan indicating the depth.  Step 2  is to turn the design of your choice for the edge of the tray .  Harry uses several tools for this step from skews to wood rasps.  His tip is to look at the outside top of the spinning piece while turning the edge; this gives a clearer picture of what the edge looks like.  Step 3 is to cut the depression of the tray face using a round nose scraper to remove most of the material, then a flat square nose scraper to flatten the bottom of the depression.  Harry found that it was easiest for him to tilt the flat square nose scraper so that only ¾ of the edge is cutting.  Step 4 is to sand up to 400-grit sandpaper, various grits of foam sanding pads, and seal with a sealer.  The next step is to do the base in a similar manner and set bothpieces aside from several weeks to a month before finishing.  The base is mounted in the same manner with the face plate indexed to the center mark on the face and secured.  The outer rim is turned to the design desired, sanded, sealed.                                                                                                                                                                                   

The interesting part was Harry’s method for attaching the ball bearing lazy susan turning plate to the base and tray.  The plates that Harry uses are made of two square plates joined together with a large hole in the center, a ball bearing race, and a series of holes to attach the plate to the lazy susan. The screw holes are located on a larger diameter on one plate than the other. Harry attaches the plate with the smaller holes in the base and the larger to the tray. He made a jig to accurately position the plates to the tray and the base. The jig looked like it was made from two turned circular pieces, one slightly larger than the center hole of the turning plate, the other turned to a diameter that just fits into the center hole. The two are joined to form two concentric circles and a metal point is attached at the center of the smaller circle. The smaller circle portion of the jig is inserted into the center hole of the turning plate and the point is used to index the plate to the original centering marks on the base and the tray portion of the lazy susan.  Harry starts by placing the portion of the plate with the smaller screw hole diameter on the upper part of the base using the jig to index the plate to the base.  The location of the screw holes to attach the plate to the base are marked, as well as one of the screw hole location that is used to attach the plate to the tray.  Pilot holes for screws are made at the indicated marks and a through hole made at the mark made for the one tray screw hole.  This through hole will be used to insert screws  to secure the tray to the turning plate (make sure the hole is large enough for the screw and a screw driver). The tray is done in a similar manner except no through hole is required.  The turning plate is secured to the base with screws and the tray is secured to the plate via the through hole in the base.

· July 8-11 2004 Turning and Carving with Ron Fleming and Trent Bosch in Fort Collins, Colorado. The focus of this workshop will be on carving the turned form from inception through completion.  Additional Items of Interest

· Bill Stehpenson identified the wood used by Mike D’Autilia to make the wine stopper shown at last months show and tell.  Here is Bill’s description:    
· MYSTERY WOOD
At the June meeting of ECWG, Mike D. brought in an extremely nice wine bottle stopper that he had turned from a mystery wood he had acquired on a visit to MA. A number of the attendees not only marveled at the excellent execution but at the whiteness of the wood, which was of a uniform texture with little visible grain. Several attempts were made at identification.
After exhaustive research, the mystery wood has been identified as Sourwood (Oxydendrum arboreum).

Sourwood is diffuse-porous with visible but not distinctive growth rings.The sapwood is yellowish to pinkish and the heartwood, when present, is brown tinged with red. The pores are also indistinct and are usually not visible to the naked eye. The rays are only visible with a handlens of 10x power. Mike reports that due to the uniform texture, the wood turns quite nicely (as evidenced by his work).

Sourwood is widely used in the nursery trade for a variety of ornamental plantings. In the late spring the tree produces white flowers in abundance. The tree is probably best known throughout the eastern mountains for the excellent honey, produced from the flowers, which demands a premium price in the honey trade.

The tree is nearly always small and is naturally scattered randomly throughout the southeast. The record sourwood is found on the Nantahala National Forest in western North Carolina and has a circumference of 77 inches, a height of 118 feet, and a spread of 25 feet. More commonly the tree is rarely found greater than 10 or so inches in diameter growing in the understory of mixed hardwood stands.

From all reports, this is a tree worth seeking for small woodturnings. For more descriptive information refer to Wood Identification previously recommended in the newsletter of ECWG.
