Member Gallery
Harry Wheeler brought in several Corian lidded boxes.  Scrap pieces of Corian can be obtained from counter top suppliers.  The pieces come in 1/2 inch thickness and will have to be glued together.  The pieces have to be perfectly flat before gluing or the joints will show.  Bill Nall showed several hollowing tools he made from the extra kits that were available after last years hollow tool making seminar.  Al Christopher showed two pieces he turned. One piece was a natural edge hollow form with a fluted top made of Australian Grass Wood. The second piece was a Mahogany bowl with a lip on the edge.  Al said he learned to turn both thru Bill Stephenson’s turning seminars.
Once again great pieces turned by both new and seasoned turners.  
Seminar by Pat Johnson
All who attended Pat’s seminar were treated to observing a skilled turner and great instructor.  Pat described how he sharpens tools using the Wolverine sharpening system.  He described how to change the cutting angle of the tool and grind the proper curvature as seen from the top of the tool.  He uses a 3600 rpm grinder with an 80 grit red wheel.  He showed the method he uses to grind a tool that already has the angle you wish on it and needs a quick sharpening.  He blackens the bevel with a permanent marker than adjusts the Wolverine jig until a quick touch of the tool to the wheel grinds away a line from the top of the bevel to the bottom. The tool could now be sharpened to the original grind.  

Pat than showed us how to make a hat.  He starts with a blank that has been sitting in water, forms the outside then uses a light source to maintain a consistent thin wall throughout the piece. He then showed how he changes the round turned hat into an oval shape with a shop made form. He was asked how he determines the sizing of a hat to fit a particular person’s head.  His method is to measure the circumference of the person’s head and the minimum and maximum diameter.  He then uses the circumference to determine the inside diameter of the hat, and adds a small amount to come up with the outside diameter to turn upper portion of the hat.  He makes a form that has a fixed portion form that equals the minimum diameter measured and a moveable portion that squeezes the sides of the hat to the fixed form.  The long part of the hat will automatically come out to the large diameter of the person’s head. Pat also showed how to make bowls, and lidded boxes with a flower pedal shape.  

Pat used a variable speed Jet mini lathe to make the small hat he demonstrated.  He has had problems with the 6 inch tool rest, supplied by Jet, cracking and breaking off and suggests buying a better tool rest.  Pat made his own rest that appeared to have two separate levels to rest the tool on.  Watching Pat’s tool control, in itself, was well worth the price of the seminar.

 Judy is from Piqua Ohio, and is widely known for her elegant bowls with lathe carved exterior textures, boxes with snap-on-lids, and turned jewelry of numerous forms, and most recently, sculptures.

Among the turned items we will have the opportunity to learn will be jewelry making which is ideally suited for creating on small lathes.  If you plan to try your hand, you should be keeping an eye out for the proper woods used in the
fine art of jewelry making.  The woods should be hard and dense and cut well across the end-grain without tear-out.  Only non-toxic woods should be used as these items may be worn by individuals with sensitive skin;  No rosewoods, no cocobolo, no walnut, no cherry.

Preferred woods for jewelry making are: Pecan, Apple, Citrus(orange, lemon, grapefruit), Ziracote, Mesquite, Bocote, Osage orange, Lilac, Canary wood, Ebony, Hickory, Dogwood, Persimmon, Oyster wood, Live Oak.  Blanks should be
roughly 2x2inch square and 6-12 inches long, solid and dry.  A variety of different types and colors are preferred.  You should keep an eye out for these woods and begin laying back a supply.
