Tony Cortese of Romeo, Florida will present an evening of carving on turned objects at the Freeport Community Center Annex (known locally as the old post office; not the community center) on Highway 20 located one block east of the junction of US highway 331 north.  Tony is a talented woodturner and a talented woodcarver.  He specializes in carved gunstocks and carved woodturnings using high-speed engraving tools.  His carvings are generally referenced as botanical relief carvings.

Those interested in woodcarving and woodturning will find this seminar to be an enlightening session and well worth the $5 admission fee.

May 8, 2004 meeting highlights:     

· Bill Stephenson reported on the board of directors meeting.

· Show & Tell 

Bill Stephenson showed   4 bowls and had several blanks ready for drying.  Bill discussed several aspects of bowl design and drying blanks.  A rule of thumb for bowl proportions: the ratio of the bottom to the top should be 1/3 i.e. a 6 inch bowl would have a 2 inch base.  A good rule for drying blanks is the blank should be dried one year for every inch of thickness.  Bill suggested that Chinese and Greek pottery is a good reference for bowl forms.  Bill also had a pottery bowl to show the audience what wall thickness to try and achieve.

Jim Neilson brought in several bowls to show one of hackaberry and one of walnut. They were well done.

· Two pieces were brought in to be sent to AAW to be shown at the Orlando Museum of Art during the month of July 2004 as part of the AAW annual meeting. Both were created by Bill Stephenson and were hollow Vase forms with silver wire on top in the form of a tree with branches.    
 

· Bowl Turning Seminar by Bill Stephenson.  Directly after a short meeting Bill gave a full day seminar on bowl turning, starting from cutting of the logs to the end bowl.  Bill discussed how to cut the log into bowl forms ready for turning on the lathe.  Jim Neilson then cut a log into shapes Bill placed on the lathe and turned one into a standard bowl the other into a natural form bowl.  Bill went through the steps required to make a bowl.  The steps were in a copyrighted article Bill gave out entitled “Fifteen steps for creating a turned bowl on a wood lathe” a copy is attached.  Thanks to Bill for a great Seminar.  I took 5 pages of notes and know there was much I didn’t have time to write down.  We are lucky to have woodturners like Bill in ECWG who are willing to share their experience and knowledge with all. Prior to starting the bowl turning portion of the seminar, Bill discussed tuning up your lathe prior to starting on a serious bowl.  I have attached a copy of what he discussed

· July 8-11 2004 Turning and Carving with Ron Fleming and Trent Bosch in Fort Collins, Colorado. The focus of this workshop will be on carving the turned form from inception through completion. Each teacher has different techniques for defining the carvings. Ron Fleming uses very detailed illustration to guide him through the carving process, while Trent Bosch works more free form with general guidelines to guide him.  In this workshop participants can expect to learn how to turn pieces that will be carved making sure to leave enough wood to allow for developing the full carving. Participants will also be introduced to a large selection of carving tools.

· August 9-12 2004 Casting Bronze for Woodturners with Ron Gerton and Trent Bosch in Fort Collins, Colorado

The focus of this workshop will be on creating a piece or parts of a piece to cast into bronze. The combining of castings with turnings gives exciting options for woodturners. The workshop will teach the participants all the process involved in the casting of bronze and how you can set up a small backyard foundry.  There will also be time for some turning techniques.
 


Both the above two Trent Bosch 4-day workshops are held in his at his Studio in Fort Collins, CO. Space limits the number of participants to a maximum of 8. The cost for these special events will be $650.00 including meals.

Fifteen steps for creating a turned bowl on a wood lathe

  1. Prepare the bowl blank - saw the blank to near round

  2.  Determine the TOP and BOTTOM of the blank.

  3.  Mount the blank on the lathe with the TOP nearest the headstock.

  4.  Turn the blank round.

  5.  Turn and shape the outside of the bowl.

  6.  Turn and prepare the bottom for a faceplate mount.

  7.  Securely attach the faceplate.

  8. Mount the blank with the BOTTOM nearest the headstock.

  9.  Reshape the outside assuring the blank is running round and true.

10.  Hollow the inside from the center out and top down.

11.  Turn the inside to a wall thickness of around 3/8 inch of uniform thickness top to base.

12.  Optionally, sand the inside then the outside to final finish.

13.  Apply the first coat of finish and allow it to dry  (overnight up to 18 months for green wood).

14.  Mount the bowl on a jam chuck with the top toward the headstock.

15.  Turn and finish the base.

Set your finished bowl on the headstock, admire your accomplishment.  Sign your work with pride.

Tuning up Your Lathe

1. Check Belts and Pulleys

2. Check Head Stock for tightness; change bearings if necessary

3. Clean the ways with WD 40 and steel wool

4. Clean your tools and lathe after each turning session when using oaks and walnut. The tannic acid in these woods will leave unremovable stains and will quickly corrode the metal parts of the lathe.

5. Check Tailstock

6. Move the tailstock up to the headstock and make sure the points on the drive and tailstock meet.

7. File nicks out of the tool rest

8. Wax tool rest using either the stub of a candle or automotive wax

If you are going to be turning large diameter pieces, add extra support perpendicular to the lathe at the
