· ArtsQuest was held at Sandestin Baytowne over the Mothers Day weekend.   There were four woodturners in the show.

· Show and Tell 

Ron Ferreira showed a hollow form made from pecan, a cedar bowl that started out as a lidded hollow form but broke during turning, and a vase made of Russian plywood.  Ron thought the Russian plywood was difficult to turn. Tom Lee brought in a mesquite platter with an interesting assortment of wormholes in it. Bill Stephenson brought in sampling of platters, one of baltic birch plywood, two of yellow pine plywood, one of sassafras, one of maple, and one of cherry.  Bill thought the cherry platter was his best.   He also said that baltic birch plywood is good for turning and yellow pine plywood will have many large voids.  Some turners use plywood, glued up, to try different shapes before turning the shape on an expensive wood. Ray Wishart was trying out his new lathe and made a platter from a tree blown down by Ivan.  The platter had a unique design of walnut spokes.  Ray also showed an attempted natural edge bowl.  Unfortunately the bark came off during the turning. The bowl was made from a tree that was in front of the school where Ray teaches.  Bill Stephenson noted that the normal shape of a natural edge bowl is curved, however when the bark comes off during the turning of the bowl an artistic problem is created.  The highest part of the bowl rim will be flat and parallel to the base.  The lowest part of the bowl rim will have a downward angle toward the outside.  This gives a strange appearance to the bowl.  Bill said appearance could be improved by carving all the edges flat and parallel to the base.  Benny Stokes brought in two pieces: a scrapper he had made and a hollow form that was given to him by Trent Bosch. Keith Forehand showed a set of napkin rings that were on a holder.  Keith said they all look a little different and he would try better to make them alike next time.  Some in the group commented having them slightly different shows that they were hand turned vs. machine turned.  Bill Stephenson showed a piece of persimmon he was placing in the raffle and noted that persimmon bark can be sanded with 120 grit sandpaper, collected, and placed in a closed container.  The dust is as dark as ebony and is good for filling cracks in pieces.

This show and tell was another good one.  Lots of pieces to tickle the imagination and lots of good woodturning tips.  

Demonstration:  Harry Wheeler on Platters

Harry started by telling the group a little about Dave Barriger.  He does turnings with very long carved stems and it is well worth attending one of Dave’s seminars.

He started his demo by telling the group to be safety conscious and specifically remove all jewelry such as rings and watches, wear safety glasses, and a shield.

Harry showed a platter he had made from magnolia that he pushed to the limit. It was a wonderful piece.

Harry starts making a platter by mounting a blank of the appropriate size onto a faceplate.  The faceplate is attached to the face of the blank that will become the front of the platter (See figure A.).  The faceplate is than secured to the drive end of the lathe and the back of the platter is cut to shape.  He finishes by making a recess in the bottom to accept a chuck that will secure the platter to the drive end to cut the front of the platter (figure B).  Harry had a unique way of attaching the chuck to the back of the platter.  He placed the chuck on the tailstock and than ran the tailstock up to the blank and tightened the chuck into the recess.  The next step was to place the chuck and piece onto the headstock and turn the face of the platter.
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Harry uses a roughing gouge to initially shape the face and a round nose scraper to complete the shape followed by sanding.  He starts sanding with 180-grit sandpaper followed by 220 and finishes with 400.  His next step is to apply a mixture of 50% Minwax sanding sealer and 50% turpentine.  He lets this dry for several days. When the mixture is thoroughly dry he sands with 320 than 400-grit sandpaper.  For a final finish Harry applies several coats of lacquer buffing with steel wool in-between coats.

Harry showed several well-executed completed platters. Harry creates platters from solid wood blanks and also, using smaller scraps, glues up platter blanks of contrasting woods. He uses yellow glue and sets the blank aside for the glue to cure at least overnight. He also referenced several articles by Ray Key on platters and an article on a skew-like tool that were in the AAW magazine.

Thanks to Harry for a another great demonstration.  This demo should get us all excited on turning platters.

· Congratulations to Tom Lee on his recent sale of several of his works at a charity auction in Georgia.

· The six Jet mini lathes arrived the Friday after our last meeting and several of the members have been working on a cabinet to hold all six lathes. The cabinet will be housed in the Freeport Community Center. A lathe can be mounted to the top of the cabinet to serve as a lathe stand for demonstrations. Hopefully the cabinet will be ready for use at the upcoming meeting.
