April 10, 2004 meeting highlights:     

· Kaleidoscope demonstration by Ray Wishart    Ray has been making kaleidoscopes since he was a kid, before he started woodturnig.  He showed several he made in his earlier days out of various materials, such as copper pipe.  Making kaleidoscopes requires the maker to follow precise steps.  Ray suggests trying a kit for your first attempt. Kits include all the parts required and some of the tools. Once you understand the procedure, individual parts may be purchased through catalogs. Ray made an egg shaped kaleidoscope, which consisted of a block of wood that is drilled to accept the internal parts, and turned to the shape desired.  The parts included an eyepiece, mirrors, colored beads, tubes and an end cap. Tools required are proper bits to drill the holes in the blank, a pen turning mandrel to attach the blank with the bushings for turning.  The catalogs show the kits including the internal parts, drill bit, and bushing at a price of $21.50 for an egg size kaleidoscope.  Wood and the mandrel are extra.  It was interesting to watch Ray produce the kaleidoscope. The installations of the mirrors seem to be a little tricky.  Ray places the three mirrors required on a piece of tape than folded the tape, with the mirrors included, forming the triangular shape required to fit inside the sleeve.  Thanks to Ray for an informative demo.
· Bill Stephenson reported on the board of directors meeting.

· Bill Stephenson reported on the progress of the Guild’s non-profit status.  The first step is incorporation as a non profit organization in the state of Florida.  The paper work is complete and should be going to the state for approval. 

· Chuck Ward informed the members that the Pensacola Nick Cook Seminar has been changed to a one day seminar on Saturday April 17,2004

· Show & Tell:

Bill Stephenson  - showed three hollow turnings, the turning he did as a demo last month, and two vases.  He discussed how woodturners looking for a way to increase the salability and value of their items, started to do collaborative works.  One turner would make a piece and give it to someone else for embellishment. Bill gave his two egg turning to Mike D’Autilia to embellish as a collaborative effort. Mike thought that Bill had some sort of mental lapse when he asked him to collaborate.  Watch for the results in the future.

Ray Wishart  - showed some turkey calls that he collaborated with a friend.  Ray did the turning and his friend embellished them with laser engraving.  They sold some of the turkey calls on e-bay for $100 each.  An example of how well collaboration works.

Leland Leonard  - showed a variety of large bud vases and lidded boxes.  His turnings were made from several interesting species of wood such as spalted pecan, manzaneta root, popcorn tree, and leopard wood.  Leland obtained the long flower holders for the bud vases from Michael’s.
