Highlights from March 12, 2005 meeting

· Show and Tell 

Mike D’Autilia brought in a small hollowed vessel that had a problem.  Ebonizing with indelible ink after finish turning caused leakage to the non ebonized portion of the piece. His solution, ebonize before finish turning and clean up any leaks at finish turning. Tom Lee showed a platter that he had rough turned then placed in a dehydrator for a certain period of time. Then finished turned it.  It ended up warping; not enough drying.  He also said be careful in locating the grain pattern. Keith Forehand showed three well executed and designed turned bowls. Reid Gilland brought in a bowl and questioned the proper way to hollow out the inside.  The preferred way is from the inside out.  Bill Stephenson showed how to turn a log that splits into two limbs.  Place the piece between centers with the lower portion (single limb) at the drive end of the lathe and the tailstock in the center of the V of the two limbs.  Some preliminary rounding can be done as well as truing up the single limb end of the log for placing in a chuck.  When completed, remove the piece and place the trued end into a chuck and hollowing can be done.  Sounds like it requires care but will give a spectacular piece. Bill also talked a little about utilitarian vs. art in turning.  He brought in a bowl that had good proportions but was utilitarian.  As an example of wood turning art He showed a hollow form that was very well executed with trees carved in near the top.  A good show and tell by all.

Demonstration:  Jim Stokes on Napkin Rings

Jim starts by taking dry wood blanks and drilling a hole, with a forstner bit, in the center axial to the grain:



He than takes the drilled blank and places it on a jam chuck that is attached to the drive end of the lathe.  The jam chuck is made by taking a piece of wood about 2 ½ inches square and 8 inches long and cutting two saw kerfs, perpendicular to each other about 3 to 4 inches into one end.

Jim had another jam chuck similar to that used for holding the napkin ring. He placed a piece of sandpaper through one of the saw kerfs; placed the turned ring over the section containing the sandpaper and turned on the lathe. It was a neat way of sanding the inside of the ring.

The Mighty-o-Bar system was developed for use on lathes with 12" and larger swing. Profitable Hobbies handles the tools and all the accessories for working in wood. (They also handle tools for working in other media). The straight-line engraver, oilless, is preferred for working in wood. The oil models splatter oil on the wood and ruins the surface as it soaks in and cannot be removed. Also order the regulator and the moisture filter that matches the tool.

Saw kerfs








The napkin ring blank with the drilled hole is placed over the end as shown above and the tailstock is driven into the saw kerfs until the blank is tight. The outside of the blank is turned to the desired design and sanded. The tailstock is drawn back and the napkin ring is removed.   





The trued end of the piece is placed in a chuck on the drive end than finished as shown above





Diameter slightly smaller than hole drilled in blank
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
