Highlights from the October 8, 2005 meeting 

· Ron Ferreira

· Welcomed members and guests.

· Noted that there were some people who said they would come to the Berriger Seminar but did not show up.  Believes future seminars should be paid in advance.  
· There are still a few sets of materials available for making the tools from the hollowing tool seminar.  Give Ron a call if you would like a set.  The set includes a handle, key stock and cutting tip for two tools at a total price of $15.  Ron’s Phone is 850-622-0942

· Discussed the AAW Hurricane relief fund.  AAW has established an Emergency Relief Fund to which Chapters and individuals can make tax-deductible donations. · Showed the members a copy of the handout brochure that will be printed shortly and distributed to various places in our area.

· Show and Tell Member Gallery 
Bill Stephenson opened the member gallery by pointing out some of the bowls and wood brought in by Jimmy Neilson came from Gulfport, Mississippi and are from trees that came down during the recent hurricanes.  Bill also mentioned when members look at items brought in for the gallery, care should be taken on handling the pieces. Natural edge bowls should be picked up with two hands from the bottom, not from the edge as the bark tends to break off.  Bill showed several lidded hollow forms patterned after the Dead Sea scroll vessels, all made from cherry.  He had embellished them in several ways.  One looked like the texture of hammered metal, one had stippling over the entire vessel, and one had stippling to accentuate the grain, one stippled from the bottom and one from the top.  All the stippled vessels looked considerably different even though the same technique was used.  Jim Neilson showed a shallow bowl with bark edges of cherry, a bowl of river birch which had bark inclusions, a mesquite bowl from tree hit by lightning, and a large and cherry salad bowl which Bill Stephenson said was a wonderfully designed bowl and well executed.  The cherry for the bowls came from John Jordon in Tennessee.  Dennis Smith brought in a bowl made from tulip poplar and a natural edge bowl made from laurel oak.  He also showed his first honey dipper of sycamore.  Cody Smith showed a fishing lure he made for his father. It was painted and in the form of a frog. This was his first try and done very well. The lure was made of tupelo gum.  Reid Gilland showed his 9th piece, a maple bowl.  He had finished it with two coats of sanding sealer and one coat of poly.  Reid is coming along well.  Benny Stokes showed a large bowl made from pecan.  The wood he used was spalted and marginal for turning, but Benny made a well balanced and executed bowl with a pleasing look. Bill Bridge showed a pen and pencil set made of ebony and heartwood and a unique pen form made of bird’s eye maple and kingwood that had an alligator clip on the end would normally used for writing.  The piece was designed to help women put on clasp type bracelets or watches.  The piece is held in the palm of the hand with the alligator clip end facing the wrist.  The alligator clip is attached to one end of the bracelet leaving the use of one,s other hand to bring the opposite end around to connect the clasp. Tom Lee  was forced by Bill Stephenson to show a not completed yet, open end vase made of tulip wood.  It was spindle turned with some bark showing.  Tom had done a great job in the design.   
Thanks to all for giving us ideas and encouragement to increase our knowledge and skills.  The member gallery is a great learning tool for all our members.
· Demonstration by Ron Ferreira on the use of tools made in the tool making seminar. 
Ron demonstrated the tools by making a glass out of cypress.  His first step was to place a block of wood longer than the glass he was going to make between centers and rounding it off.  He squared of both ends and made a ledge on the drive end that would allow the rounded piece to be placed in a four way chuck.  Once this was done the piece was removed from the lathe, the drive spur removed, a four way chuck placed on the drive end, and the piece secured into the chuck.   The end of the piece on the drive end would become the base of the cup. The tail stock and spur were moved up and engaged to the piece.  Once secured the outside of the hollow form glass was turned.  The next step was to pull the tail stock away from the piece, remove the spur, and replace it with a Jacobs chuck with a drill bit installed.  The drill bit was brought up to the piece and a hole was drilled to the inside depth of the cup.  It was now time to use the seminar made hollowing tools.  There were two tools made at the seminar, one with the bit parallel to the tool, the other at a 45 degree angle to the tool.  The tool rest was placed parallel to the top end of the glass so that the bit of the hollowing tool would be slightly above center.  The procedure for the hollowing was to start from the top end of the glass inserting the parallel bit tool into the hole drilled just enough to make a cut at the top of the glass from  the center and proceeding approximately one inch towards the inside  wall of the glass.  The tool should be drawn from the center towards the outside by moving the bit end and handle end in unison towards the turner.  This procedure is repeated for one inch into the vessel.  Remember always cut from the center out.  The tool with the bit 45 degrees from the tool is now used to increase the opening close to the inside wall thickness.  This procedure is repeated until the bottom of the vessel is reached. The hollowing tools have very small cutters making it difficult to get a smooth interior surface.  The smoothing and obtaining of the finished wall thickness is done with a round end scrapper.  Once the inside is completed the piece goes through the sanding process.  The vessel is completed except for the finishing of your choice.

· The board of directors would like to have more hands on meetings using all six club lathes.  We have enough cabinets and knock down benches to hold four lathes.  We need two more knock down benches to be able to use all the lathes without using the tables in the Freeport community center.  Several of the members have obtained some plywood and have cut out all the necessary wooden pieces for two additional knock down benches.  We are looking for two members to come forward and buy the hardware and assemble the benches for use by the club.  Looking forward to a large crowd to vie for the honor of completing the benches.
