Highlights from September 10, 2005 meeting 

· Ron Ferreira

· Welcomed members and guests.

· Thanked Mike Adams and Tom Lee for making and donating the two portable lathe stands that were used in  the August Tool making seminar.  Thanked Bill Stephenson and Mike D’Autilia for the preparation and presentation of the August seminar.  (Editors note: We all owe a thanks to Ron Ferreira for his work in the preparation of the seminar and the time he put into making the two lathe stands that are now in the Community Center).

· Show and Tell Member Gallery

Bill Stephenson opened the member gallery by showing two hollow forms that had been embellished with airbrush scenes in windows placed around the pieces.  Bill used texturing between the windows.  He also showed a hollow form of cherry that had a crack in it that was accentuated.  Bill brought in a book “Turned Chessmen” by Mike Darlow.  This book follows the history of chessmen designs, chessmen scale drawings, and step by step instructions on how to turn the pieces.  It even tells the sequeces of carving a horsehead for a Knight piece.  If you are interested in making chess sets, this book should be in your library.  Bill always has items that challenge us to new levels of turning and embellishment. Harry Wheeler  showed a finished platter that he turned in a demonstration at an ECWG meeting several months ago.  The platter had been turned then cut on a bandsaw to form a square.  It was made of mesquite with a maple insert. Harry also brought in two additional pieces, one a platter with inlay in it and a covered hollow form inspired by flying saucers.  The base saucer inspired piece had a base of yellow cedar with a cocobola lid.  All were executed and finished very well.   Howard Griffen showed a cup made of crapemyrtle turned with the tools made at the seminar on hollow form tools.  Earnest Nettles was challenged by his wife to make some pens out of corn cobs. Earnest was up the challenge and brought in a set for show and tell.  He gave all a tip; he used CA glue to harden the corn cob before turning.  Four or five applications were needed.

Thanks to all for giving us ideas and encouragement to increase our knowledge and skills.  Keep them coming every meeting.

· Seminar by Dave Barriger on “Natural Edge Hollow Forms with Unique Integral Bases”
Dave spent the remainder of the morning going through the ABC’s of Natural Edge Bowls.  Dave is a retired college professor and is extremely knowledgeable in the botany of trees.  Once he described his method he turned two bowls.  

· A is for angle the edge of the outside of bowl forms with the outer portion of the log.  To make the bark equal in thickness around the bowl, the angle of the bowl edge to a line perpendicular to the outside of the log should be 20 degrees. As the angle decreases the bark on the higher side of the bowl will be thicker than the lower side.  Angles above 20 degrees will be the reverse.

            





· B is for bark. Dave described the various layers of the tree.  The life of the tree is in the layers of the bark.  The outer portion is called the cork and should be of the non-peeling type with character and lots of crevices.  The tree should be cut down in the fall for best results. 
· C is for color. Look for contrasting color in the bark and wood. Plum, camphor, persimmon are good examples
· D is for diameter. The outer diameter of the bowl should be slightly smaller than the diameter of the log.
· E is for extras that give interest such as spalting, bark inclusions particular in burl, and voids.  Knots are usually not good.
· F is for figure such as crotch patterns, ring pours quick-growing wood (larger growth rings), burls (If burls are close to base, look out for rock and sand inclusions), and birdseye are good examples.
· G is for grain.  Look for wood with interesting grain patterns vs. straight. 
The first bowl Dave turned had very little grain pattern which he said was not interesting and not worthwhile continuing with.  For effect he threw it on the floor and the bowl shattered.  

The afternoon session Dave showed several versions of his signature pieces with integral bases. 

The bases were made using several different techniques from cutting with a band saw to carving. He then took a piece where the hollow form portion was completed, placed it in the lathe, and demonstrated how he makes a spiral base.  In this demo Dave used an electric chain saw to cut the spiral while the piece was on the lathe.  No power to the lathe using the hand wheel to move the piece between cuts. 

Thanks to Dave for an interesting lesson in natural edge bowl turning.

Dave had several tips to pass on:

· For a pleasing look, bowl thickness should be equal to the height of the bark.
· Don’t use drywall screws to attached blanks to a faceplate.  They are not strong enough.  He purchases square drive machine screws from McFeely, not larger than #10 (for a 3 or 4 inch face plate, the screw diameter should fill the screw hole in the face plate ie if you are usinga 6 or 8 inch face plate a screw larger than #10 may be required).
· He made a gage out of sheet metal that has various critical dimensions of his 4 way chuck jaws such as min and max jaw diameters, and jaw depth. 
· Cut wood for natural edge bowls in the late fall and winter not in the summer. Bark from wood cut in spring and summer will peal away.
