· Demonstration of High speed Engraving by Jim Stokes   Jim demonstrated his new high-speed engraver (360,000 rpms).  Each of the attendees had a chance try it out.  Jim first had everyone engrave their name and a little artwork on in a 4’ x 5’ mirror he povided.  He than replaced the glass cutting bit with a wood cutting bit and all tried their hand at engraving on a piece of cypress.  Thanks to Jim.

· Show and tell – Ray Wishart brought two well-turned dark walnut bowls and two well executed lidded boxes.  Dennis Smith brought in an attractive diamond wood pen, an oak burl flower vase, and a pecan bowl.  As always a great job by Dennis.  Bill Stephenson asked the audience for a show & tell in reverse.  He brought in two turned pieces and asked for critiques of the objects from the floor.  Bill’s first piece was a very nice poplar six-sided platter with a wood burned designed. .  The inspiration for the design came from Appalachian Indian pottery circa 1500- 1850.    His second piece was an appleroot vessel with an apple twig as a handle on the lid. Thanks Bill for showing us two great turnings and turning the tables on us by asking for a critique.

AAW information

· Chapter Collaborative Challenge 2005 

During the 2005 American Association of Woodturners Nineteenth Annual symposium in Kansas City, KS, the Chapters and Membership Committee will again hold a "Chapter Collaborative Challenge". This event will again be in lieu of any other chapter displays at the symposium.


 Each AAW chapter is invited to submit one collaborative work created by as many chapter members as possible, with a minimum of six participants. The work can be any turned object, functional or not.


The size and weight limits of the Collaborative pieces, including the packing container and all packing materials, will be those set by UPS for a single standard box.  Assembled pieces may be larger but must be shipped in the single standard box. Size restrictions apply regardless of commercial or chapter delivery. The names of all participants must be on the work or on an accompanying nameplate.


At least one chapter representative must be in attendance at the symposium to be responsible for displaying and return shipping of the entry.

Any electric/electronic device in the piece must have an obvious power switch for safety and noise reduction.


Chapters must specify in which one of the following three categories they wish to submit their entry:
 

Artistic

Mechanical/Technical 

Fantasy


The pieces will be displayed during the symposium in an area near the Instant Gallery. During the symposium, attendees will be invited to select, by ballot, their choice for Best of Show and, in addition, their favorite piece in each of the three categories. Votes will be tallied prior to the Annual Banquet and Auction and the winners will be recognized. Four prizes will be awarded as follows:


Best of Show plaque
 First Place plaque in each of the three categories


An engraved plague will be awarded to the Best of Show winner. A larger perpetual plague, engraved with the names of the Best of Show winners, beginning with the 1998 symposium in Akron, will reside in the AAW office. All entries will receive a certificate of participation.


 Collaborative pieces may be donated to the live auction, with the provision that no minimum bid may be allowed. A chapter whose entry is donated will receive 50% of the selling price.

· AAW to give away two lathes

 During the Orlando AAW Symposium, Delta International Machinery donated two new Delta X5 full size Model 46-756 lathes valued at $2250 each. They were used as demo lathes during the Symposium. They turn 16" over the Steel Bed, and include the basic machine with 2 HP, variable speed 230V motor, drive center, live center, 4" face plate, 12" tool rest and base, knockout bar, wrenches and instruction manual. They turn 42" between centers, have a
1 ¼" x8tpi spindle and weigh 386 lbs.

Your chapter can win one of these lathes. The AAW Board of Directors has decided that as an added bonus for our members, that one lathe will be awarded to an individual who either renews his/her AAW membership for 2005 or joins the AAW between September 1, 2004 and January 15, 2005.  AAW members, who have already renewed their membership for multiple years, which includes 2005, will automatically be eligible. The winner will be called and asked the name of his/her chapter. · Divine Proportion - The golden ratio

The golden ratio is derived from a special bit of geometry: a line is divided into two unequal lengths, and the ratio of the longer segment to the shorter segment is the same as the ratio of the whole line to the longer segment. Expressed as a number, the ratio is 1.618. Artists, philosophers, and scientists have long said it embodies a harmony found in nature and art. In the study of classical turned objects; woodturners have found divine proportion to be a basic tenant of design.
